ANSWERS

All students currently in 5th, 6th, and 7th grade math classes will take
the Scottsdale Middle Grades Math Placement Test.

Acceleration testing will take place after AZMERIT. The testing
window is from April 23 to May 11.

The test will contain questions assessing a higher depth of
knowledge covering current course material and fluency.

Students will be placed into either a regular level math class, oran
accelerated math course. 5th graders will either be placed into a
regular 6" grade math course, or into 6" grade accelerated math.
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7 graders will either be placed into aregular 7™ grade course or
into 7th grade accelerated math, and g™ graders will be placed into a
regular g™ grade course or Algebra I.

Accelerated courses will cover a blend of standards. 6™ grade
accelerated math will cover 6" and 7" grade standards. 7" grade
accelerated math will cover 7" and 8" grade standards.

Double Acceleration will still be an option. This will allow students
to take Honors Geo/Trig as an g™ grader. Top performers on the
grade level acceleration test will be offered the opportunity to take
the next level acceleration test. Successful scores on both
assessments will qualify students to skip a course. Individual
concerns will be addressed by middle school campus Principals.

Current students will follow the math track they have already
started. They will be grouped into a course with like-minded peers
so that the gaps can be addressed, but they will not receive a repeat
of standards they covered this year.
