Austin‌ ‌Community‌ ‌College‌ ‌(ACC)‌ ‌allows‌ ‌high‌ ‌school‌ ‌students‌ ‌the‌ ‌opportunity‌ ‌to‌ ‌earn‌ ‌college‌ ‌credit‌ ‌while‌ ‌in‌ ‌high‌ ‌school.‌‌ 
These‌ ‌courses‌ ‌are‌ ‌considered‌ ‌‌dual‌ ‌credit‌‌ ‌if‌ ‌used‌ ‌to‌ ‌satisfy‌ ‌the‌ ‌high‌ ‌school‌ ‌graduation‌ ‌requirement‌ ‌and‌ ‌‌articulated‌‌ ‌if‌‌ 
taken‌ ‌in‌ ‌high‌ ‌school‌ ‌and‌ ‌later‌ ‌recaptured‌ ‌at‌ ‌ACC.‌ ‌The‌ ‌benefits‌ ‌of‌ ‌these‌ ‌ACC‌ ‌programs‌ ‌include:‌ ‌ 

● Students‌ ‌get‌ ‌a‌ ‌head‌ ‌start‌ ‌on‌ ‌earning‌ ‌college‌ ‌credit.‌‌ ‌

Credit‌ ‌earned‌ ‌through‌ ‌dual‌ ‌credit‌ ‌counts‌ ‌for‌ ‌both‌ ‌college‌ ‌and‌ ‌high‌ ‌school‌ ‌credit‌ ‌in‌ ‌a‌ ‌core‌ ‌content‌ ‌area‌ ‌or‌ ‌an‌‌ 
elective‌ ‌and‌ ‌fulfills‌ ‌high‌ ‌school‌ ‌graduation‌ ‌requirements.‌ ‌Students‌ ‌must‌ ‌submit‌ ‌an‌ ‌official‌ ‌transcript‌ ‌to‌ ‌the‌‌ 
district‌ ‌in‌ ‌order‌ ‌to‌ ‌receive‌ ‌high‌ ‌school‌ ‌credit‌ ‌if‌ ‌they‌ ‌do‌ ‌not‌ ‌allow‌ ‌ACC‌ ‌to‌ ‌report‌ ‌the‌ ‌credit‌ ‌for‌ ‌them.‌ ‌To‌ ‌receive‌‌
