Competed in the 2016 Olympic Trials (1500m)

4th (1500m) and 5th (3k) in 1989

He did not place at TF State. His highest finish at Xc State was 27th in 1961

Competed in the 1908 Olympics (long jump). He won the Silver medal
*As a high school athlete, he broke the World Record

*Once set the national high school record in the javelin

State Champion (shot put, discus) in 2009 and 2011
Competed in the 2016 Olympics (shot put). Won the Gold medal

State Champion (100m, 200m) in 2007
Competed in the 2012 Olympics (100m)

3rd (javelin) in 2005
Competed in the 2012 Olympics (Javelin)

State Champion (400m, long jump) in 2006

Mozambique.

Competed in the 1984 Olympics (high jump). Won the bronze medal.

State Champion (shot put, javelin) in 2013, (100m hurdles, javelin, Shot put) in 2012
Competed in the Olympic Trials (javelin) in 2016

State Champion (100y, 220y) in 1968
Competed in the 1968 Olympic (4x100m). She won the Gold medal

State Champion (javelin) in 1984-1987
Competed in the 1992 Olympics (javelin), and in the 1996 Olympic Trials

4th (800m, high jump) in 2010, 6th (800m) in 2009
Competed in the 2016 Olympic Trials (800m)

State Champion in 2005 and 2004 (Javelin for both), 2nd in 2003
