	Year 1 201415: Unfortunately, we have fallen short of proficiency goals for the 2015 MCAs.  For the most part, performance has remained flat compared to 2012-13 baseline year.  We are concerned about these results and are working to learn from strategies used by individual schools that achieved strong performance increases, including RIS schools Obama, Phalen Lake and Wellstone.
	Year 2 201516: Again, we have not met our proficiency goals for the 2016 MCAs.  Very aggressive targets were set in this AI plan, due to the concerning proficiency rates for the district, and the district has failed to meet those stretch goals.  Besides for Asian students, who are closing the gap with their white peers, the gaps with other student groups are holding steady or widening.  As for RIS, Phalen Lake and Wellstone increased proficiency in Reading for the second consecutive year.

	Year 3 201617: First, it must be noted that with the change in racial categories enacted for the 2017 MCA reporting, the groups that were reported on in 2015 and 2016 are not the same as 2017.  American Indians is one group that changed counts significantly.  Even still, we did not meet our proficiency goals for the 2017 MCAs.  We set extremely aggressive goals for increasing proficiency rates and closing gaps between white students and students of color.  Those goals were not met, and for some student groups, in particular American Indian and Black, performance has declined since 2013.

	Year 2 201516_2: Very aggressive targets were set for increasing Math proficiency for all groups; unfortunately these goals were not met in 2016 MCAs.  Proficiency declined for all groups compared to the baseline year (2011), they held steady compared to 2014 results.  The gaps have held steady compared to a year ago.  The gaps are wider compared to baseline year.
	Year 3 201617_2: Again, it must be stated that with the change in racial categories enacted for the 2017 MCA reporting, the groups that were reported on 2015 and 2016 are not the same as 2017.  Even still, no goals were met regarding performance on MCA Math.  Extremely goals were set for increasing proficiency and closing gaps.  Performance declined in all categories.

	Year 1 201415_3: We are on pace to meet the SMART goals that were outlined in the Achievement and Integration plan.  These programs will provide meaningful opportunities for engagement with a diverse set of students.    
	Year 2 201516_3: We are tracking on pace to meet many of the integration goals for the AI plan.  These programs help to achieve more diverse learning opportunities for SPPS students.  Unfortunately, the number of outside districts participating in the Classroom Partnerships program has decreased significantly, due to changes in how Integration Incentive funds can be used; therefore, we are unlikely to meet this goal.
	Year 3 201617_3: We met several of our integration goals.  These interventions help achieve more diverse learning settings, which can then lead to better student outcomes.  Providing PD for AVID and the AVID instruction is a very effective program at SPPS as can be seen through graduation rates.

Both of these schools are community schools, and are examples of how the new Area-based school choice system can increase diversity in schools.  Wellstone (RIS) - This is another school that lost the RIS designation.  It is believed through increased marketing of its dual Spanish immersion program that more families, including white families, are choosing the school.  Phalen Lake (RIS) - This school has seen tremendous growth scores for its students, 30% of students have achieved high growth in Math for 4 of the last 4 years, and in Reading 3 of the last 4 years.  Obama (RIS) is incorporating an African American culture program at the school, and they achieved a 2 point gain in reading proficiency.
