Stallion Stampede. I appreciate the feedback that I received from the last issue. I also want you to know that
EJH staff received and reviewed the feedback we received from a recent survey from y'all and there were
some excellent ideas brought forth through there. All of the staff and teachers read the responses. The
following comments were submitted that I will use this space to address.

Q: "Why are the kids using last year's picture for this year's yearbook? Maybe they should send in a picture."

A: They are not using last year's picture. All of the pictures in the yearbook are from this year. We've had
two picture days this year to accommodate anyone who may have been quarantined during one, allowed for
online learners to come up for picture days, and we have reached out to students
at home to upload their photos. I am one of the ones who has been creating this year's yearbook and we
have worked really hard on it. We've had several students who assisted in the creation process of the
yearbook. 

There were also several comments about how one on one and tutoring is not offered, so I will share tutoring
options that are posted in the hallways in this week's newsletter below. 

Another parent wrote that they wish there was more college bound stuff. We actually had our TRiO advisor
meeting with students in the library this past week (she comes to meet with EJH students monthly) and she
shared a lot of information about the TRiO program, eligibility, and how to apply for it. I am also sharing
about that in this newsletter for anyone who is interested. This is way more than helping students prepare
for and learn about colleges. She also teaches lessons about things like understanding GPAs, financial
literacy, and exploring careers.

One of my favorite responses was:
"This year has been tough for everyone. I feel y'all are doing the best you can."

And to that I say: Yes it has and yes we are. I am consistently awe struck and amazed in witnessing the
perseverance, resilience, and kindness of everyone at EJH - teachers, staff, students, and parents. No matter
the circumstances, we are all doing our best to make this a great place to learn, grow, and be. Once we learn
more, we know better, and once we know more, we do better. We are Stallion Strong!
