Students must be at least 12 years of age to receive this vaccination and cannot have had another vaccination in the past
14 days (f lu, tetanus, etc.). Some providers may have addit ional restrict ions.
A parent or guardian must attend each vaccination with their student. Some vaccination providers may require the student’s
birth certif icate or other documentation -- please check with the provider for questions about document requirements.
If the student has health insurance, he or she should bring his or her health insurance card. (If the student is not insured,
the vaccination wil l  st i l l  be free of charge.)
In most cases, you wil l  receive your second dose of the vaccine through the same provider as your f irst dose.

This message includes information about OPTIONAL COVID-19 vaccination opportunit ies for HEB ISD students age 12 or older.
 
The FDA and CDC have now authorized the COVID-19 vaccine from Pfizer for use with adolescents ages 12 and older. This
message includes information about local vaccination opportunit ies we are currently aware of, through Star Wellness, Texas
Health, and Tarrant County Public Health. 
 
All three providers have already provided vaccinations for many of our staff and students. Each vaccine provider’s process can
vary, but these requirements are generally true for each opportunity:

 
Star Wellness - COVID-19 Vaccine Opportunity
 
Parents or guardians may contact Star Wellness directly to arrange a vaccination opportunity for students age 12 or older.
 
Parent must be present. Vaccine recipients cannot be pregnant or have had any other vaccine in the past 14 days (f lu, tetanus,
etc.). Anyone interested needs to call Star Wellness to get on the l ist for the day that works best for them. They need to bring
an ID and insurance card if they have insurance. COVID shots are free for everyone, even those without insurance. Please call
Star Wellness at 817-571-6425 for more information.

Texas Health - COVID-19 Vaccine Opportunity
 
Texas Health’s Community Vaccine Clinics are now offering vaccines to students 12 years of age and older. The vaccines are
free and are available to all ,  regardless of immigration status and without the need for a photo ID.
 
All individuals under the age of 18 must be accompanied by a parent or guardian in order to receive the vaccine at a Texas
Health Community Vaccine Clinic. In addit ion to students, vaccines are available to parents and other family members.
 
Walk-Ins are welcome or you may skip the l ine and expedite your visit by scheduling your FIRST dose of the COVID-19
vaccine. 

 
Visit TexasHealth.org/GetYourVaccine for cl inic locations and hours, or to schedule your FIRST dose of the COVID-19 vaccine.
 
Tarrant County - COVID-19 Vaccine Opportunity
 
COVID-19 vaccinations wil l  be available from Tarrant County Public Health for everyone 12 years of age and older beginning
Thursday, May 13. Parents wil l  need to bring a birth certif icate or another document with the child's date of birth. Parents need
to bring their IDs as well.

Our practices are in the mornings before school at 6:45AM so we
do not interfere with most other activities and classes on campus. In fact, you don’t even have to be in the “Cross
Country Class” period because of the before school practices. This allows you more opportunities to take classes
that you need while still participating in an extracurricular activity!

Cross Country is both a team and individual sport. Practices and the meets are outside! This is a nice way to
participate safely in a school activity.
