Your children may qualify for free meals or
for reduced-price meals. Reduced-price is zero charge for breakfast and $0.40 for lunch. If you received a notification letter that a child is
directly certified for free or reduced-price meals, do not complete an application. Let the school know if any children in the household
attending school are not listed in the letter.
