1 (8-ounce) block of cream

cheese 
 1 cup of Miracle Whip or

Mayonnaise
1 large can of chunk chicken

breast, drained
1 teaspoon of lemon juice

1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce

 
  

Combine the softened cream cheese,
Miracle Whip, drained chicken, lemon juice,

and Worcestershire sauce together in a
large mixing bowl. Use an electric mixer to
beat it until the cream cheese is broken
down and the dip comes together. It may
be lumpy from the chicken and you do not
want to make it smooth. If you are using
the tube of Pillsbury French Bread, cut it
into 12 slices and arrange them around the
edge of a glass pie pan. You can also use a

non-stick skillet that has a heat-proof
handle. If you are using pizza dough, cut

pieces then roll it into balls. If using
biscuits cut them into smaller pieces and

roll into balls. Spoon the chicken dip in the
center of the pie pan and spread it out to
the edge of the dough.Bake in a preheated

350 degree Fahrenheit oven for 25-30
minutes until the bread is golden brown and
baked through. Color 2 teaspoons of cream

cheese with pink food coloring Spread a
thin layer in the center of the Naan

dippers to create the inner ears.
Naan Dippers are perfectly shaped like
little lamb ears but you can also just cut

pieces of bread, tortillas, or pizza crust to
make your own ears.If using bread, you
might want to toast it so that the ears
stay in shape once the cream cheese is
spread on top. Use the remaining pink

cream cheese to create a nose.Cut four
crescent moon shaped slices from the

black olive to create the lamb's eyes and
mouth.

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F. Line a large
baking sheet with a Silpat baking mat or

parchment paper and set aside.
In a medium bowl, whisk together flour, baking
powder, baking soda, and sea salt. Set aside.

Using a stand mixer, cream butter and sugars
together until light and fluffy. Add the eggs and
vanilla and mix. Add the dry ingredients and mix

on low until just combined.
Now for the fun, stir in the chopped Cadbury

Mini Eggs, chocolate chips, and toasted coconut.
Your dough is going to look so pretty! It will be

hard to resist eating it all from the bowl, but try
to so you can bake the cookies

Form the cookie dough into balls and place on the
prepared baking sheet. Bake cookies for 10-12
minutes or until the edges are slightly golden

brown. Remove from oven and sprinkle the
cookies with sea salt. Let the cookies cool on the
baking sheet for about 5 minutes. Transfer to a

wire cooling rack and cool completely.
You can chill the cookie dough for 24 to 72 hours
if you want to enhance the flavor of the cookies.
The cookies will keep in an airtight container for

3 to 4 days, but ours never last that long. You
can also freeze the cookie dough and the baked

cookies.
