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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Non-uniform days

Pupils can wear clothing of their own choice on non-uniform and dress-up days. Usual standards
apply on non-uniform days, and all clothing must follow local laws, morals, and values when making
your choice of clothing:

® Clothes must cover shoulders, chest, and abdomens, and skirts/dressers or shorts
must be knee length.

e Pupils should wear shoes or trainers. Flip-flops or sliders are not to be worn.
e Make-up and jewellery standards, apply unless the event requires it.
e No offensive, rude or inappropriate language or logos.

Inappropriately dressed pupils will be asked to change and isolated from lessons/breaks until
suitable clothing is brought to school or sent home, pupils whose appearance contravenes the
expectations in this policy may likely be sent home.

Trip Hoodies

Trip hoodies are only to be worn for trips and not in school. Year 6 leavers hoodies can only be worn
in Year 6 and not in secondary.

Lanyards

Our uniform policy mandates that all 6th-form students must always wear a lanyard; failure to do so
will result in students being sent home.

GENERAL APPEARANCE

Hair

Long hair(beyond shoulder length) must be tied back during relevant activities and as instructed by
the teacher.

Make-up and nail varnish

Only female students are permitted to wear discreet makeup and clear nail varnish.
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Shoes

Shoes must be sensible, all black shoes or trainers with closed toes of any material, but without
heels, no sandals, and no coloured logos.

Jewellery

All jewellery must be removed for physical exercise and other situations where health and safety
protocols are deemed necessary.

Pupils may wear a watch or similar fitness-tracking device on their wrist and a single charity bracelet
or small friendship bracelet. Girls may only wear one set of plain small stud-type ‘sleepers’ unless
they are in the 6th Form, where they are permitted to wear two sets.

No rings, bracelets, necklaces, or any other visible jewellery, apart from discreet jewellery worn for
religious reasons, are permitted unless in the 6™ Form. 6™ Form students are allowed to wear a ring,

a bracelet, and a necklace.

Visible body piercings or tattoos are not permitted for any student.

Shirts

Pupils are allowed to wear plain white vests / round-necked T-shirts underneath their uniform.
Shirts should not be tucked in.

DISPUTES

If disputes arise regarding what is considered acceptable, the Deputy Head Pastoral in each school
will make the final decision.
