FEBRUARY SCHOLARSHIP NEWSLETTER

DEADLINES BETWEEN. February 20" & April 25", 2024

1) Gordon A. Rich Memorial Scholarship - $50,000 - 9 Awards (Deadline: February 20, 2024)

To be eligible for the scholarship a student must:

A) Be a graduating high school senior who plans to enroll as a full time student in pursuit of a four-year
bachelor's degree at an accredited college/university in the United States.

B) Have a minimum grade point average of 3.5 (on a 4.0 scale) and rank in the top 20% of their class.

2) Women's Cyber Security Scholarships - $5,000 - 10 Awards (Deadline: February 29, 2024)
To be eligible for the scholarship a student must:

B) Be a senior in high school with a GPA of at least 3.3 on a 4.0 scale.
