Ocean View’s SARB was recognized for exemplary
practices that have contributed to reducing chronic
absenteeism rates and improving student attendance. It
includes representatives from local youth-serving agencies

School attendance review boards (SARBs)

who connect chronically truant students and their families
with school and community resources.

Our District uses a multi-tiered approach that includes
early intervention, professional development, strategic
staffing, family engagement and school connectedness.

“These six school districts have overcome incredible
challenges to student attendance created by the ongoing
global pandemic by employing great attendance strategies,”
Thurmond said. “I commend these schools for utilizing
creative strategies that have been highly successful in
getting more students back to learning and on the path to
success.”

Services Department, and all the people that have worked
together to make our school attendance review board the
gold standard in the state of California!
