The District was honored for its social emotional 
continuum and mental wellness supports provided. 
This included access to specialized staff and training 
for teachers on ways to provide welcoming, inclusive 
classrooms and supports for students online or in 
person.

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May is National Asthma and Allergy 
Awareness Month and it’s around the time 
you start seeing running noses and itchy 
eyes.
