SEALS OFFERED BY ROANOKE 
COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOLS:

• Governor's Seal-  ADV Diploma and 9 transferable college credits.

• Board of Education Seal- ADV or Standard Diploma 4.0 GPA

• CTE Seal- ADV or Standard Diploma, complete CTE sequence, pass exam, or obtain license.

• STEM Seal- ADV or Standard Diploma, must have 50 volunteer hours in STEM related 
field, must complete all requirements for Math and Science for an ADV Diploma.

• Excellence in Science and the Environment Seal-ADV or Standard Diploma, complete 3 first level 
science courses and one rigorous level course, complete 50 volunteer hours that involve the 
application of science.

• Civics Seal- ADV or Standard Diploma, completion ofVA/US History and VA/US Government with a B 
or higher, complete 50 hours of volunteer work in a civics field, have good attendance and no 
disciplinary infractions.

• Biliteracy Seal- pass all end of the year assessments in English, reading and writing at a proficient level 
or higher, be proficient in one mid-level or higher language as demonstrated through an assessment.

• Go to Parchment.com/register

• Enter Registration Code 

• Click “Sign Up”



1. Select Student creating my own Parchment account

2. Enter a non-School email address (Personal Email) to be used as a username to log into your 
account

3. Enter a password for your account . Save email used and Password in safe place.

4. Select No (additional info will be required that you do not know)

5. Select “I do waive my right to access”



6. Click the box so you may see your unofficial transcript.

7. If under the age of 18 you must check this box stating you have parental permission to create 
account (parents were required to opt out through InfoSnap)

8. Mark this box to agree with Parchment terms and conditions

9. Click “Let’s go!” to proceed



• Enter Colleges you are interested in
o Every student must select 1 college

• Click “Next”



• Select your state of residence only

• Do NOT enter unweighted GPA

• Click “See my results!”

• Select that you want a transcript sent to a college

• Select “Common App”, not individual colleges if you are applying to any Common App school

• Coalition, send transcript to specific colleges

• NCAA transcripts are only for final transcript requests



SELECTING A DESTINATION

• Sending to a college
o Search for the college

o Click “Select” beside the college you wish to send a transcript to



• Order Details
o Review your order.

o Make sure there is no cost.



• Review Order
o Choose send now.

o Parent has already given consent via infosnap/first day forms for you to participate.



• Consent
o Sign your name 

using the mouse

o Type your first and 
last name

o Mark that you are 
the person above

o Click “Continue”



• Confirmation
o Click complete order



• Once an order has been placed you can track the status on the Orders Tab

• You MUST allow 2 weeks, or 10 business days for all requests to 
be processed. Keep in mind that we will not process requests 
when school is out due to holidays or inclement weather.

• Transcripts for college applications with deadline Prior to Feb. 1, 
2024 must be requested by Dec. 1, 2023.

You will be able to 
see your unofficial transcript on Parchment and will be given a 
copy during senior interviews.

If applying via the Common Application

1. Create an account via commonapp.org

2. Under FERPA Tab- Add Counselor
  (You may need to add some info prior)

3. Add Colleges you plan to apply for and 
select deadlines. Counselors  and 
recommenders will not know otherwise.

1. Complete the Virginia Western application

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

• Letters of Recommendations

• Polite to ask all recommenders if they are willing even if 
required by college

• Provide a resume or whatever is requested to assist 
recommender

• Ask ahead of time. Even two weeks prior could be not enough 
time. Recommend a month prior.

• Ask a person who you know will provide you with 
the best character reference
