Test questions are usually a combination of matching, true/false, multiple choice, short
answer and essay. Quizzes are given orally. If you miss a quiz, you do not have to make it
up. Points do not count for or against you, unless the absence was unexcused or a cut.
Quizzes will be announced or they will be pop quizzes. You must be prepared.

VII. Research Paper — You will be writing at least one major research paper. We will
spend a good deal of class time working on this, but you will have to work outside
of class as well.
