With the average age of 57 years for the buildings of the Great Falls Public Schools and
steadily increasing enrollments in the elementary, this book contains a comprehensive
evaluation of existing facilities including building capacities. This information will help the
district make better decisions about how to best utilize existing facilities while planning
for the future.

This booklet contains individual building information including building capacity, statistics
including year built, square footage, construction type, student enrollment, shared use,
site characteristics, and major construction history since 2002. Specific building
information from “Great Falls Public Schools 100" Anniversary History Highlights” by
Regina R. Larson and Viola Williams Stahlecker is also included as background
information.

Donated by Chan Ferguson October 1960. Tried to sell this land in 1997 but because title states “for use for
school purposes™ it could not be sold. Tried contacting all heirs in will to get a quick claim deed in October of
1997 but were not able to accomplish as heirs lived in Canada. Further attorney reviews were requested in 1998
and stated that if the property was declared unsuitable for District use, the District would have to wait 8 years to
be able to do anything with the land. May 11, 1998 the Board approved a resolution to declare the property as
surplus and to hold it for 8 years in order to sell it for market value. It could now be available for sale. 4

Donated to the district in1960 by T. H. Horras. Appraised in 2001 for $100,000. Surplused October 22, 2001
so the 8 year waiting period has expired and therefore could now be available for sale.

Included are the projection counts that have been run based on October 6th enroliment. This packet
of data for future projections includes the prior five school years in the forecasts. We do have the
option of excluding certain school years to evaluate the change in the model. Let me know if you wish

to do this.

Actual Enrollment Change:

This is, again, a positive year for us. For the 70 year in a row, we have increased our K-12 enroliment
from the prior year. Our actual enroliment total is up from 2013. The K-12 count is up 124 students
overall with the net increase of 106. The Pre-K and Life Skills are down 11 and the alternative high
school is down 7 students. This is a good pattern for us.... | hope it continues.

Projection Evaluation:

.

Overall the projection model performed well. Last years model projected an increase in
our K-12 count of 26 students. We had an actual increase of 106. The model under
projected our K-12 count by 80 students.
The largest projection error by grade level was again in 2" grade with 27 more students
than projected. All elementary except 6™ grade were under projected. Sixth grade was
over projected by 20 students. Both middle school grades were over projected by 26 and
22 students. High schools, as you know, are skewed due to our credit obtainment policy.
As usual, the high school projections are influenced due to grade level changes based on
credit earned. Student changes as follows(gathered from schedule clerks in building):

-- 48 Sophomores retained as Freshman. (0 Paris)

-- 18 Juniors retained as Sophomores. (1 Paris)

-- 6 Seniors to Juniors. (1 Paris)

-- 16 retained Seniors. (All Paris)
K-6 total was under projected by 88 students. The 88 error rate at the K-6 level correlates
to an actual increase of 147 students from last year. The model projected more K-6
students but we had 88 more than it projected.
Last year the 7-8 grade level projections were spot on. This year the model over projected
48 students. We have 48 students less than projected. Our actual student change is 4
less than last year.
High School (GFH and CMR) were under projected by 58 students. We are down 19 high
school students from last year. The model projected we'd lose more students at this level
than we did. Keep in mind, this high school count does not include Paris.
Paris Alternative High School is down 7 students from last year. 2013 had a loss of 4
students at Paris. We do not forecast enroliment for Paris.
Riverview (currently 18 classrooms) is close to the state standard and is projected to
exceed the number next year and into the future.

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FACILITY ISSUES DEFINED

INCREASING ENROLLMENT

Statement of Concern:
Enrollment projections indicate continued growth in the student population over the next 5 years. That
growth is estimated at another 413 students (188 in K-6, 164 in 7-8, and 61 in 9-12). This only uses
current enrollment and birth rates as determining factors. It does not take into account economic growth
in Great Falls that might bring in additional families/students. While these numbers are not huge, the
increase at the elementary is of concern given the current number of overloaded classrooms.

As of December 1, 2014, there are a total of 77 out of 260 (30%) K-6 classrooms overloaded according
to accreditation standards. There are 68 out of 126 (54%) K-2 classrooms classified as overloaded
according to accreditation standards. Through comment provided during the mill levy discussions with
community members, most citizens of Great Falls indicate a preference for smaller class sizes as they
feel it contributes to higher quality education.

As of the October, 2014 count, 6 (40%) of the elementary schools are over their Junctional capacities
(see explanation below). Due to accreditation factors and related FTE (library & counseling) and
student management, GFPS has made it a priority to keep the elementary school enrollment below 500,
which puts West and Meadowlark at enrollment capacity as well. If the District chooses to go over 500
students, there are financial implications related to staffing. At capacity then, are 8 (53%) of the
elementary schools.

— Utilizing the functional capacity calculation, K-6 buildings can only grow by 97 students before, in total,
clementaries will be at capacity as K-6 is predicted to grow 188 students over the next 5 years,

The community’s commitment to Early Childhood Education and the awarding of the Preschool
Development Grant puts additional pressure on classrooms available for K-12 education. See separate
heading for more information.

BUILDING STATUS

Statement of Concern:

A major problem GFPS must face is the current and expected condition of the public’s educational
buildings. There are 1.9 million square feet of building space in 27 buildings. The buildings are aged
and are in need of upgrades and repairs. Some of these needs are critical, meaning they must be done in
the very near future, while others can be timed out beyond 20 years. Building systems have a total life
expectancy. Many of those systems within the District’s buildings have reached or are reaching the end
of their life expectancies.

In order to ensure that most of the buildings will be usable for another 50 years, attention must
be paid to infrastructure needs now.

The GF public currently has no long-term public debt in regards to facilities or anything else.
Given the critical building needs, a 50-year master funding plan needs to be developed so that
most buildings will be usable in those 50 years. This may include asking the public to incur debt
in the form of bond issues now and into the future.

While clean, maintained and operational, the age of the most recently built schools (built in the
1970’s), implies the need for infrastructure attention.

GFPS has utilized stop-gap measures to mitigate infrastructure problems. In some cases we are
running out of options for mitigation: Longfellow, Roosevelt, Chief Joseph and GFHS being the
most critical to date.

GFPS must make some hard decisions as to costs associated with repair vs. replacement of some
of the buildings. Those noted are Longfellow, Roosevelt, Chief Joseph and GFHS.




EARLY CHILDHOOD

Statement of Concern:

It is a fact that the Preschool Development Grant will provide the opportunity for more Great Falls
children to attend preschool. It is estimated that this could be up to 250 more students. The space

currently utilized by the GFPS preschool cannot absorb this number of students and the classrooms they
would require.

If Early Edge would be happen to be funded, even more students could be eligible to attend exacerbating
the space issue noted above.

* Headstart Information:
o Headstart leases space at Skyline. That lease will expire June, 2016, however there is an early
termination clause in the contract
o Headstart leases space at Longfellow Elementary. They have 4 classrooms which they lease for
$100 each for a total of $400 per month or $4000 per year.

¢ Points to Consider:

o Pre-K education provides a systemic fix to the Graduation Matters Great Falls initiative. Data
shows that the Achievement/Opportunity Gap can be closed via pre-school education. Closing
that gap early pays dividends into the future.

©  Pre-K education can allow for the full continuum of services (educational, social and medical) to
be delivered thereby increasing effectiveness and efficiency of these services.

o Expanding pre-K education is an objective on the GFPS Strategic Plan.

o Pre-K has the potential to be a major economic driver in the Great Falls community as it frees up
currently non-working parents to go to work or college. Many low to medium income families
have to choose between daycare costs and wages.

TECHNOLOGY

Statements of Concern:
Over the last decade, GFPS has made significant investments in hardware, software, infrastructure,
professional development, and support services. Currently, GFPS funds technology investments via a
$225,000 perpetual annual technology levy, via E-rate and since the passage of the operational levy in
2014, $300,000 for software subscriptions. The costs of these investments continue to increase without
the accompanying increases in funding. All of the GFPS buildings were built before the proliferation of
technology. They are not equipped to handle the requirements of a technology rich environment that
schools must be.

Fast and reliable wifi is a concern in some schools. The construction of some schools is so dense that
wifi solutions are challenging.

The age of the GFPS phone system is a concern. GFPS is tasked with finding a replacement
communication system which will undoubtedly incur additional costs.

The refresh schedule is not adequate. Currently GFPS is on a 7.5 year refresh schedule. This is added to
refurbished machines that are already 2 years old when the District purchases them.




There is also a concern regarding the number of cameras buildings are installing. As the technology
changes, there needs to be a plan to refresh the cameras and related technology.

The number of devices is expanding. This requires additional technical support as well as the need for
professional coaching for the staff so that the devices are utilized to best support teaching and learning.

Points to consider:
o GFPS believes that the effective use of technology supports student achievement as it prepares
students for the pervasiveness of technology in the world they will live and work.
o GFPS is dedicated to ensuring students learn the knowledge and skills they need to succeed in an
increasingly global, technology infused, modern workplace.
o E-Rate funding has changed and we don’t know the full impact of those changes at this point.

CUSTOMIZATION OF LEARING

Statements of Concern:

Today’s students are very different than students of the past. Their access to information is unsurpassed
but so are the impacts of poverty, homelessness, hunger and other societal challenges. Today’s schools
strive to customize learning and to do so, schools must provide an array of options to meet student
needs. Each option increases the educational footprint which impacts building capacity, staffing and
other resources.

Points to consider:
o Facility planning must take into account the educational requirements of the future
o Customization provides for focused learning for college and career readiness
o As we provide a plethora of choices for all students, we must seek ways to sustain the efforts
with increasing resource costs
o Increased opportunities via choice and customization make public schools appealing to all
students

Avenue South east of 52" Street; and, April 9, 1962, Shanley, Shanley, and Anderson were
appomted architects for the proposed school at that location. Construction was to be contingent
on the outcome of the application for federal funds under Public Law 815, The contract for
construction was awarded on September 17, 1962, to general contractor J. Jones. Total
construction costs amounted to $515,118. The building was accepted as complete on October 9,
1963. In 1966, and addition was built.

In January 1952, the Board voted to approve an option to purchase ten acres of land comprising
an area of four city blocks located and adjoining the city of Great Falls, extending east of 38" Street
and on a line between Central Avenue and Second Avenue South at the rate of $1,000 an acre
from Helen W. and Albert I£. Wochner. Two months later, A.V. Mclver and Associates were
chosen as architects for a proposed elementary school at the east end of town.

July 31, 1952, Cowan Construction Company was awarded the general contract which totaled
$630,239 to be partially funded with federal funds. The school was named Lewis and Clark
Ilementary School and officially accepted as complete in November 1953. An addition costing
$221,259 was built by Palmer Construction Company in 1955.

Lincoln

In 1902, J. H. Kent of Helena was hired as the architect for a new school building to be built on
the site of the first school building at Third Avenue South and 5" Street. It was later decided to sell
the old school building rather than tear it down, and the new school site was moved to the other
end of the block at Third Avenue South and 6" Street. In July 1902, a contract was awarded to
H.C. Shipley to build a new south side school for $24,346 and the following year, the school was
opened and named Lincoln. This building was closed as an elementary school in 1943, was sold,
remodeled into the Schola Apartments, and later razed.

By 1946, minutes of the Board show that the Trustees were discussing in great detail the building
of a proposed new south side elementary school, but it was not until 1950 that the bond election
for building, furnishing and equipping an elementary school between Sixth and Eighth Avenues
South and 26" and 27" Streets was put before the public. Contracts totaling $425,676 were let on
March 12, 1951. E.L. Cowan was the general contractor. The new Lincoln Elementary School
was formally accepted and opened for classes in the fall of 1952. In 1955, an addition costing
$194,048 was built by contractor J.E. Beaulaurier.

Longtellow

On June 27, 1891, the Board issued a contract for a new schoolhouse at the corner of 9" Avenue
South and 9" Street, to be constructed by McKay Brothers for $25,994. Evidently there wasn’t too
much money available, however, as minutes in the carly 1892 state that “...the letter of F. Goss
concerning a bell for the new schoolhouse at 9th Avenue South and 9" Street was laid on the table
as the Board considered themselves not justified in going to the expense.” And in 1895, the Clerk
reported that the well at the new school building South Great Falls had been left unguarded during
the construction, and a horse had fallen into it, destroying the curbing. Mr. Junkins’ offered to
repair the well free if the Board would supply the lumber and nails.

By 1894, complaints about the new schoolhouse were received. A letter from J.E. Reynolds,
president of the Trades and Labor Council of the City of great Falls, stated that the Council had
appointed a competent committee to make an inspection of the material and workmanship used in
the construction of the south side schoolhouse and noted that “the committee found the material
used to be a very inferior quality and the workmanship bad.” The complaint [urther stated, among
many other things, that the foundation would not support a super structure such as is now resting
upon it and the construction of the tower is far worse than that ol the main building and is in such
a condition that makes it unsafe for the occupants of the building. The letter concluded by saying
that “since the Board may sometime during the next several months have occasion to let a contract
for the construction of a high school building, the work of construction should be given to a
contractor who will do honest work...thereby giving the taxpayers the worth of their money and not
be defrauded as they were on the building that is the subject of this report.”

Fifty-three years later, in 1947, the services of John Sletten were retained to study the structural
safety of the Longfellow School. He reported the building was safe enough for the purpose for
which it is used. He stated, “The building will not stand up under a severe earthquake or cyclone,
but it will withstand more than many of the buildings in daily use in this city.” However, by 1949,
plans were underway to build a new Longfellow School a few blocks north and east of the old
building. The contract for construction was let to Askevold Construction Company, with the total
cost being $759,697. The new Longfellow School opened in the fall of 1951.

Meanwhile, back at the old Longfellow building which was being used for storage...in June of 1960,
the City Building Inspector notified the District that the building was unsafe and should be
condemned. The Board moved to dispose of the building by sale to be held in July and that the
building be immediately disposed by razing. The building was sold to Burt Talcott for $7,550.

Plans for a sixteen-room school building by architects Bird and Van Teylingen were accepted by
the Board in March 1919 to be built between 25" and 26" Streets and Second and Third Avenues
North. However, only one bid was received for building the school from Leighland and Kleppe
for $263,830. As the bid was $100,000 over the estimated cost and since the Board did not have

the money, the bid was rejected.

Seven years went by before the Board moved again to build a school at the proposed site and to
name the new school Roosevelt. This time, Lease and Leighland were awarded the contract in the
amount of $80,850 with the school to be completed by November 1927. An addition costing
$80,000 was added to the school in 1935, and another costing $38,628 in 1955.

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Whittier

School District #1 was just two months old when plans were begun for the erection of a new
schoolhouse. Until that time, all the young town’s children had attended the little frame building
on Third Avenue South and Fifth Street. At the May 2, 1888 meeting, the Board accepted the
proposition of the Great Falls Water Tower and Townsite Company to donate two school sites to
the newly-formed district, one on the north side and one on the south side of town, with the
stipulation that a schoolhouse be erected theron at a cost of not less than $15,000. Bids [or a new
schoolhouse on the north side were opened at the August 29" meeting, and the contract was
awarded to William Roberts in the amount of $15,860. The specifications call for a building of
brick and stone, two stories high, 86 x 54 feet, with a tower 76 feet high.

By the next summer, the north side school (officially named Whittier on December 17, 1890) at
the corner of Eighth Street and Third Avenue North was evidentially a growing concern as the
minutes noted that “the watering of the trees at the new schoolhouse was left in the care of A.G.
Ladd.” (Just one of the many duties of a member of the Board of Trustees, evidentially!) In 1892,
a two-room, addition was added. In 1903, the tower was removed from the building; and in 1907,
a six-room addition was built by contractor Robert Skinner for $25,500.

By 1938, with the availability of Federal emergency funds, the Board passed a resolution calling for
the razing of the present Whittier School and the construction of a new school on that location.
The contract for building a new Whittier was let to John Sletten in the amount of $80,081.
Whittier pupils were transferred to Largent, Washington, and McKinley schools while the new
school was being built. The doors of the new Whittier were opened for classes in September,

Plans for constructing a new junior high school on the east end of the city were begun in 1956, but
in December of that year, all bid proposals for construction East Junior High were rejected as n
excess of available funds, and the architect was instructed to revise the plan, including omitting an

auditorium.

At the February 6, 1957 Board Meeting, a contract for construction of East Junior High School
was awarded to Witty Construction. Cost including mechanical and electrical work totaled
$1,961,296. The building was accepted as complete on February 2, 1959.

North Junior High School

The Board of Trustees appointed Page-Werner and Associates, architects, for a proposed junior
high school to be located at 29" Avenue and Sixth Street NE. EFarly in 1965, formal application
was made to the federal government for funds in the amount of $62,250 to be used for advance
planning of the proposed school. A committee comprised of PTA members, labor unions,
Chamber of Commerce, Junior Chamber of Commerce, the Taxpayers Association, and citizens
at large was formed to work on the planning for the new school.

The bond clection of April 4, 1966, which called for the building of two junior high schools, was
rejected as fewer than 40% of the eligible taxpayers voted. The issue was brought before the voters
a second time on May 26, 1966. The bond issue was again rejected, with less than 40% of the
eligible voters participating.

Later, the voters passed a bond issue for constructing just one junior high school, and on April 16,
1969, contracts were awarded totaling $1,996,947 for construction of North junior High School.
General contractor was Palmer Construction Company. Classes began at North Junior High
School in the fall of 1970.

C. M. Russell High School

On February 19, 1962, the Board received an estimate of costs for construction of a new high
school on the west side. George Page of Page-Werner Architects presented a scale model of the

proposed school.

In April, a bond election in the amount of $3,750,000 for the new high school was held and was
rejected by the voters. A new bond issue was then presented in May, alter receiving word that
$980,000 in federal impact funds had been made available to help finance the new school. The
bond election passed 5,786 to 4,983.

On April 16, 1962, the Trustees voted to allow Mr. King to farm the District’s portion of the site of
the proposed west side high school and that one-third of the proceeds of any crop produced on
the land should go to the District.

In December 1962, a committee composed of Victor Baker, James Hill and LeRoy Stahl,
recommended that the new high school be called Charles M. Russell High School “in honor ofa
Montanan and citizen of Great Falls whose life and works are worthy of emulation by all students.”
The committee also recommended that the school teams of C.M. Russell High School be name
“Pioneers.” In January 1964, letters and pelitions bearing over 1500 signatures were presented to
the Board to rename C.M. Russell High School after John F. Kennedy. Other petitions requested
the name of Joseph Kinsey Howard and Mike Mansfield. After heated discussion, the Board
voted to retain the name “Charles M. Russell.”

Contracts were let February 23, 1963 for construction of C.M. Russell High School. Sletten
Construction Company was awarded the general contract for $2,547,500; E. K. Jenkins Inc.,
mechanical, for $644,897; and Curley-Naylor Electric Company, electrical work, $240,876, making
the total cost of the building $3,433,273.




A large group of parents attended the Board meeting on January 20, 1964 requesting that seniors
be permitted to stay at Great Falls High School through the entire year so they might all graduate
together and that no special consideration be given to athletics unless the same consideration is
given to other groups such as choir, orchestra, band, etc. At the February 3, 1964 meeting, the
Board voted to accept the recommendation of the joint steering-advisory committee that the new
high school be officially opened in the fall of 1965. The Board formally accepted Charles M.
Russell High School on July 13, 1965.

In April 1966, the Board approved a request from the C.M. Russell High School Boosters to place
a sign, approximately 10 feet high, west of the school. The sign, designed by Les Peters, to be of
precast concrete in the shape of a buffalo skull. And, in 1968, the board approved the gift of a ten
foot metal sculpture of a Rustler from the senior class.

Great Falls High School ~< RS

As carly as 1928, a special meeting was held between the Board of Trustees and a committee from
the Great Falls Commercial Club to discuss the possibility of constructing a new high school, and it
was decided that a bond election would be necessary for approximately $1,000,000. At the July 1,
1927 meeting of the Board of Trustees, several architectural firms presented proposals for the
construction of the new high school, and it was the decision of the Board that the firms of Mclver-
Cohagen and Bird-Van Teylingen should work together in rendering complete architectural
services. However, at the next meeting, the matter of selecting an architect was discussed agamn,
and Bird and Van Teylingen were awarded the contract for architectural services. Croft and
Boerner, architects from Minneapolis, were approved as consultants.

In November 1927, a resolution was passed calling for a bond election not to exceed $950,000. It
was also decided that, upon passage of the bond levy, the school should be built on the site
comprising four blocks between 18" and 20" Streets and Second and Fourth Avenues South. July
19, 1928, the Board opened bids for construction, and the general contract was awarded to Lease
and Leigland in the amount of $625,443. Other contracts for plumbing and heating, electrical,
etc., brought the total construction cost to $816,200. The building was oflicially accepted on June
921, 1930, and was named Great Falls High School. The public was invited to inspect the new
“Million Dollar School” on September 5 and 6.

Several additions have been made to Great Falls High School. In 1949, Pappin Construction
Company was awarded a contract in the amount of $103,100 to repair, improve, and remodel the
Great Falls High School stadium field by construction additional stadium seats, additional storage
facilities, etc. (It was interesting to note that, two years before, Mr. O.S. Warden had given his
personal check in the amount of $1,000 to the Board to help finance having proper plans and
specifications prepared for the construction of additional seating units with press box lacilities at
the stadium.) In 1954, Leigland Company received a contract in the amount of $110,408 to
construct an addition to Great Falls High School; and in 1961, J. Jones was general contractor for
another addition at a cost of $205,476. In February 1976, Sletten Construction Company was
awarded a contract to construct a new shop facility. With mechanical and electrical bids, the total
cost came to $444,680. Contracts amounted to $2,894,990 were awarded in October 1977 for
construction of a new physical education facility. Volk construction Company was the general
contractor.

The Booster Club, in 1967, received permission to mount a welded steel, life-sized bison over the

east entrance of the building,.

Paris Gibson Education Center (Paris Junior High)

In 1930, when the new Great Falls High School was opened, the old Central High School became
the Junior High School The school was officially named Paris Gibson Junior High after Paris
Gibson, the founder of Great Falls, on May 15, 1939. The building was closed in 1975, when
Paris Gibson Junior High School was moved to the former Great Falls Central Catholic High
School building at 25" Street and Central Avenue, which had been purchased by the School
District at a cost of $1,1420,000 plus $797,222 for remodeling.
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Skyline

Plans for building a school in the far northwest area of Great Falls seemed to hit a snag in late 1968
when it was reported that due to last-minute rulings by the City-County Planning Board there was
not an adequate water supply available to the proposed building and that the County
Commissioners had refused to improve the necessary roadways to the site in accordance with
resolution passed by the body six years ago. All problems evidentially on their way to being solved,
the Board on January 20, 1969, awarded a contract for construction of the school to Volk
Construction at a total cost of $756,368. On December 15, 1969, the school was officially named
Skyline, and was accepted on July 1, 1970 with classes starting that fall. From 1970 unal 1979,
Skyline was an elementary school. In 1979, the building became the Special Education Center.

April 9, 1980, a fire damaged a large portion of the building. Superintendent Wenaas reported to
the Board that a reward had been offered concerning any information leading to the apprehension
of those involved in the fire. Dr. Wenaas stated that he had met with the insurance company and
the original contractor and they have gone over the damage sustained by the fire. Through the
investigation of the building, it has been estimated that 20% of the building will have to be
reconstructed. Architects Page-Werner and Associates were appointed to look into the damage
caused by the fire. On October 20, 1980, Sletten Construction was awarded a contract to
reconstruct the building. Total cost of reconstruction would amount to $632,713. The Board
accepted the reconstruction as complete on April 6, 1981.

Lowell

August 3, 1895, bids were opened for a school in the Boston and Great Falls Addition and the
contract was awarded to W.T. Lease in the amount of $4,381 for a two-story frame school
building. This was the first Lowell School at the corner of 33" Street and Third Avenue North.
This building was destroyed by fire, the minutes stating that the Board accepted $1,744.15 for
insurance on the Lowell building, It was then contracted with the Boston and Great Falls Land
Company to exchange the lots on which the burned school stood for four lots a block west and a
block south of the present site. The stone foundation of the burned building was sold to the
Boston Heights Church of Christ of $50. (Note: A church building presently stands at that site,
and the foundation is stone - very likely from the first Lowell School.)

The contract for building the second Lowell School was let to C.O. ] arl, in the amount of $14,149,
on April 20, 1906. In 1938, the Trustees voted to raze the Lowell School building due to the poor
physical condition of the building and construct a new and modern building. However, instead of
razing the building, it was sold to Charles L. Brown in 1944 for $10,000, to be converted to
apartments.

The new and present Lowell School building at 3117 Fifth Ave North was built by contractor Fred
B. Dudley in 1938 for a contracted amount of $50,878. An addition was built by Dudley in 1949
in the amount of $35,465, and a second addition was built by contractor Burt Talcott in 1955, at a
cost of $123,336. Lowell was closed as an elementary school in 1979, but is still owned by the
District.

Administration Building

After being located in the Washington School building for fifty years, new administrative offices
were planned to be built on Eleventh Ave South and Fourth Street. Contracts totaling $216,435
were awarded on June 24, 1957 with Leigland Company named the general contractor. The
building was officially accepted as complete January 5, 1959. In 1964, and administration
warehouse costing $31,805 was constructed by Leigland Company; and Dick Olson Constructors
added an instructional materials center at a cost of $50,908 in 1968.
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
