Areas 

Keep hands, feet & 
objects to yourself.

Walking feet (except 
playground). 
Pick-up/cleanup after yourself. 
Address others by their given 
name. 
MYOB in matters that do not 
pertain to you. 
Wait to be acknowledged before 
speaking. 
Allow adults to pass. 
Answer all adults respectfully. 
Respect others' personal 
space. 

Walk facing forward.  
Always have hall/bathroom pass 
visible. 
Remind others to follow school 
rules. 
Wear full, proper uniform daily. 
Be honest. 
Respect others' personal belongings. 
Be on time. 
Leave nonacademic materials at 
home. 
Eat only at designated times & areas. 

Bathroom, 
Water 
Fountain 

Keep feet on floor. 
Keep space between 
yourself & person at 
fountain. 
Wait your turn patiently. 

Use the bathroom 
quickly & correctly. 
Promptly return to 
classroom. 

Keep water in sink and 
fountain. 
Give others privacy. 
Knock on stall doors. 
Only enter bathroom if pass is 
available, others form line. 
Drink fair share (use 1,2,3 
rule). 

Keep mouth off water fountain. 
Wash hands, dry using one towel. 
Put trash in trash can. 
Report any mess to adult.  
Flush toilet after use.  
Use toilet and urinal properly. 
Return to class promptly.

Walk to & from yard. 
Leave rocks, sticks, 
flowers, etc. on ground.

Play fairly -include everyone.

Ask permission to use 
bathroom or water fountain. 

Cafeteria Remain silent in lunch 
line. 

Try new foods..  Eat only your lunch. 
Throw all trash in cans. 

Speak quietly. 
Pick-up trash from tables/floors.

Arrive to school/bus 
stop on time. 
Respect the bus driver.
