PARENT/TEACHER COMMUNICATION - Please be respectful of the teacher’s time.

24 hours to respond to your phone calls, texts, and emails. If there is an emergency, you
may call the front office at 469-7326.

PHONE NUMBERS - Please help your child learn the phone number where you can be
reached.
