a. two (2) consecutive full school years competing in the same Special Olympics
sport <OR>
b. three (3) consecutive full school years competing in different Special Olympic
sports.
Students must display good sportsmanship, attitude, and teamwork throughout the
season.
Students must be confirmed by the Head Coach who will verify the student meets
eligibility for lettering.

Calallen I1SD will fund $70 towards the cost of a letterman jacket for athletes who meet these
requirements, any costs above the $70 will be the responsibility of the athlete’s family. This
funding will only be provided one (1) time. A misplaced, damaged, or lost jacket will not be
replaced by the district.
