Special Education Local Plan - Local Plan Requirements

The San Bernardino City USD
(SBCUSD) SELPA operates as a
multi-LEA. Of the approximately
45,000 students enrolled within the
SBCUSD SELPA, there are
approximately 7,000 students with
disabilities, ages 0-22. Students
with disabilities (SWD) comprise
approximately fifteen percent (15%)
of the total enrollment in the
SBCUSD SELPA.




Special Education Local Plan - Local Plan Requirements

Geographically, the SELPA
encompasses a significant portion
of San Bernardino County in
California. The SBCUSD SELPA serves
students with special needs within
the boundaries of SBCUSD, which
includes the city of San Bernardino
itself and several surrounding
communities.
