The most recent MAP growth data (percent of
students meeting their growth targets) indicate
that our school outperformed more than half of
the district elementary schools in reading and
75% of the elementary schools in math. James
Simons' middle school students demonstrated
more growth in reading than all the middle
schools in the district with the exception of one
charter school. In the area of math, the percent
of our middle school students who met their
growth targets exceeded 80% of the middle
schools in the district. Our opportunities for
growth continue to be increasing each student’s
percentile rank in reading and math.
