Since the
historical and current items are not an exact match, we encourage you to carefully consider the trend over time and
be alert to how the change in language may have impacted this year's results. Changes in the overall mean may
have occurred as a result of the shift in item language. This report contains the original survey items to serve as
individual, historic tables. Your automated report consists of only refreshed items and a new, overall mean derived
from items 1-20. We believe that you may find value in viewing trends over time but, again, caution you to stay alert
to the change in survey item language as you draw conclusions from the 2022-2023 results.
