The fire of the Holy Spirit has come to us on this Pentecost Sunday as we mark the
end of the Easter season. We signify moving to Ordinary Time by extinguishing the
Paschal candle. While the visible fire is gone, the Holy Spirit remains among us.

Our lighting of the Paschal candle at the Easter Vigil signifies Christ's victory over
death. As John 17:1-8 tells us: all that He had come to do, He had accomplished.

The tradition of the Paschal Candle extends back to the early church. It is a visual
reminder that the light of Jesus Christ is shining upon us and is with us. It represents
the time our Risen Lord spent on earth with His Mother and the Apostles.

The Paschal Candle will continue to be lit for Baptisms, funerals, and other solemn
liturgical celebrations during the coming year.

Fil /Am News - Another Milestone

Several years ago, through
the Society of St Vincent de
Paul at OLGC, the Fil/Am
Community Ministry
helped the Moreno family
in Vienna with their
immediate needs after the
father, sole breadwinner

in the family, had a life-
threatening illness. With God’s
grace, he recovered and the family
(wife and 3 young children) was
able to stand on its own for the
ensuing years.

In 2022, another misfortune hit
and the older son, a sophomore at
the time pursuing a degree in
Environmental Sustainability at
George Mason University, was in
jeopardy of not being able to
continue on with his studies. Joey,
a very hardworking fellow, was
working multiple jobs to help
support the family and was
attending school at night. With this
other tragedy hitting the family, he
was going to quit school and take
on another job or two to get his
mother and siblings going.

The Fil/Am Community Ministry,
with assistance from a few

benefactors, helped Joey
continue with his studies.
The ministry offered

him a scholar under its
“Kababayan In Need”
(Compatriot In Need in
English) initiative. This
allowed him to finish
school while he worked
his two jobs, maintaining highest
academic grades towards his
degree. Meanwhile, he interned at
an office in Washington DC,
working in sync with the degree he
is pursuing. Joey has done so well
that he was promised a permanent
job after he graduates from GMU.

Joey graduated from George
Mason University on the 10th of
May, and we in the Fil/Am
Community Ministry based at
OLGC, are proud of him. We
remain thankful to have been
blessed to be able to support
deserving students like Joey
Moreno.
