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THE SUN WAS STREAMING through 
the gym 's open skylights as Overlake's 
students began arriving for the first day 
of school, September 7, 1949. 

They were a bright, happy group tak­
ing their places in the stands, but eyes 
strayed now and then to faculty row, 
as if in search of someone missing . Our 
new principal, sensing the sentiment of 
the students, suggested a moment of 
tribute to this missing one, our former 
coach, Robert James Gardner. 

The mi xed expressions of respect, 
sadness and affection seen on the faces 
of all showed that the students had once 
more brought to mind the dynamic fig­
ure of Coach Gardner. Some keenly 
visioned the bright face and sparkl ing 
eyes of one who had been their best 
friend . Othe rs saw him again as the 
great sports leader joining his players 
in a victory grip. 

It was not hard to picture him against 
the cool , green backdrop of the gym. 
Within these walls only a short time be­
fore he had worked and played with his 
boys. Ps rhaps, as he righted himself 
from an inverted position, face cheery 
red, he would call out, "Okay, Brother 
Jones, you do the headstand now!" Bob 
Gardner often called the boys brothers, 
his friendly Texan humor bubbling ove r. . 

His jovial disposition and inspiring 
spirit stand today as an example for all 
young men . He jeopardized his health 
for us. He believed in us! His faith was 
so staunch that in his last moments he 
fostered a fund destined to receive thou­
sands of dollars for his boys. 

Other coaches may come to Over­
lake, but we will always have a place in 
our hearts for "Brother" Bob Gardner. 
To him we humbly dedicate the 1950 
Beacon, a small tribute to one who gave 
so much. 

THE TWENTIETH CENTURY, grown out 
of its knee pants, long black cotton 
stockings and high button shoes, is now 
fifty yea rs old. 

Before we turn the pages of th is, the 
1950 Beacon, let's glance back at a few 
changes the half-century has brought to 
Bellevue 's young people. 

Around 1900 the local dads worked 
ten hours a day for. seventy-five cents, 
and were thankful fo r a contract to lay 
down wood in Seattle for a dollar and 
a half a cord. 

Wood was the one plentiful commod­
ity, with virgin timber so thick that Pat 
Downy lived at Lakeside Corners a 
couple of years before he stumbled on 
Meydenbauer Bay! 

Nobody just stumbled on the name 
"Bellevue," however. It was chosen at 
the suggestion of Raymond Sharpe, in 
honor of the beautiful view of lake and 
mountains. 

The first schoolhouse was a shack near 
the bay, and "Tun ie" Burrows the first 
teacher. Her dad built the building, 
desks and blackboards. 

The next school was on Mercer Island . 
The mainland kids swam across, accom­
panied by a dog, Judge, who carried 
their lunch in a ten-pound lard pa il. 
Judge, the teacher and seven pupils 
made up an early King County base­
ball nine . 

Then came a school near Bellevue, to 
which the teacher, young Miss Florence 
Stowell , rowed a couple of miles each 
morning. 

What would Florence th ink today if 
she could follow the beacon of our lofty 
tower, climb our driveway, push through 
our studded doors, pass under our 
sweeping balcony, and appro~ch our 
ultra-modern office? We think she would 
agree, times have certainly changed!
