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MEASUREE

In November 2016, the Long Beach Unified School District approved Measure E, a $1.5 billion
bond for schoolrepair and safety, which passed with 74.86% votersupport. The measureis
tightly regulated, with funds strictly allocated to neighborhood school improvements, subject
to independent audits and oversight by a Citizens' Committee and prohibited from use on
administratorsalaries.

MEASURE Q

Approved by local votersin November 2022, Measure Q is a $1.7 billion bond aimed at
improving health, safety, and student achievement. It will fund upgrades to plumbing,
drinking water safety, and school accessibility and earthquake standards. Additionally,
Measure Q willrenovate libraries, labs, and career education spaces, and provide new
athletic facilities. It also includesreplacing air conditioning systems at aging campuses
previously excluded under Measure E.
