Important Startup Information

Before utilizing your new Hotspot for the first time, please assemble the device completely (if applicable) and charge
it for a minimum of 2-3 hours. When you start the Hotspot for the first time, it may take up to 5 minutes for the device
to complete its initial network activation. Your Hotspot wireless name (SSID) and password will either be displayed
within the onscreen display or it can be found on the inside of your Hotspot battery cover. Both the network name
and password can be changed by the student to something personal and easier to remember if they would like to do
So.
