It is their responsibility to communicate effectively with coaches or club sponsors, maintain grades, conduct and
all cheerleading responsibilities if they decide to participate in other activities. We need all members of the team
to make a 100% commitment to cheer. Cheerleaders will be expected to be at each practice since there are only
twice a week. We will work with other McLean commitments as needed but there will need to be good
communication from the cheerleader to help coordinate. *Remember you will need to watch the cheer videos
and practice on your own time at least twice a week. Tutoring and routine doctor’s visits may not take place
during practice time. If your cheerleader is absent it Must be communicated with the coaches, via Remind or
email both coaches. Please talk with your child about their interests and commitments.

Students will not be allowed to participate if they have not turned in their Agreement Form, Physical
Form, and tryout payment ($10.00) by June 1st. Forms and payment will be collected during the first 10
minutes of the clinic.

Throughout the clinic, candidates will learn and practice proper motion technique, jump technique, cheer, a
chant and spiriting. Cheerleaders will also be conditioning at the beginning of the clinic each day. All clinic
practices will be closed to anyone other than coaches, administrators, and cheerleader candidates. It is
encouraged that all candidates attend all clinic dates.

Tryouts
Tryouts on June 5th will begin at 8 AM and may continue into the afternoon depending on the number of
candidates trying out. If a candidate is late, she will not be allowed to try out.  Candidates will be given a
random number on Friday, June 4th, to determine the order of their try out. The try out numbers of the girls
selected for the team will be posted on the cheer portion of the https://www.fwisd.org/domain/2013 website by
5:00 pm. The top 20- 25 scores will be selected for each grade level. In the event of a tie, both candidates will
be selected.

Candidates and parents will not be allowed to watch each other’s performances. Parents will not be allowed into
the building while tryouts are being conducted.  Tryout material will include a chant, a cheer, jumps, an optional
tumbling pass, and spiriting.

Candidates will be asked to leave as soon as their tryout is finished.
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Judges: Our clinic fees will pay for certified judges. Coaches will have no part in the selection process.
