School attendance
is very important!

Our goal is to ensure that
every student attends school regularly

Some absences are unavoidable due to
health problems or other circumstances. A
child is chronically absent if he or she
misses two days every month.

When students miss too much school it can
cause them to fall behind academically and
be less likely to succeed if he or she is
chronically absent.

Missing 18 or more days over an entire
school year is considered chronically
absent.
