LONELINESS AND ISOLATION
These have different health impacts
that most of us are probably not
even aware of. Research shows that
isolation poses a lot more physical
health risks, but loneliness has a
greater impact on mental health-
related conditions, according to
recent studies. Researchers learned
that social isolation presented a
stronger possibility of early death
and physical health problems. On
the other hand, loneliness showed
a stronger association with mental
health issues, such as depression.

There are so many resources
available to Vienna-area elders to
help mitigate both worrisome
situations. There are plenty of
opportunities to volunteer, either
at church or at a helping organiza-
tion such as the Shepherd’s Center
of Northern Virginia (SCNOVA).
SCNOVA provides free services to
older adults, regardless of income,
who may be homebound or don’t
have transportation to medical
appointments.

Technology helps us stay connected
with each other; podcasts can open
the world for those dealing with

isolation and loneliness. If you're
someone who’s unable to commit
as a volunteer and needs help, you
can take advantage of staying
connected through Friendly Callers
of SCNOVA as well as visitors to
your home.

WORLD ELDER ABUSE
AWARENESS DAY, JUNE 15

Last year, 3,525 reports of adult
abuse, neglect or exploitation were
received in Fairfax County. Adult
Protective Services (APS) receives
and investigates reports of such
actions against adults who are 60
years or older, or 18 years and
older and incapacitated. Its staff
assesses for risk and works
alongside the adult whenever
possible to determine whether they
need protective services. The adult
is connected with helpful resources
and may be provided case
management services to address
risk factors.

Report suspected abuse, neglect, or
exploitation to the APS hotline,
703.324.7450, TTY 711; your
anonymity will be ensured. As
much as we don’t like to think such
things are taking place, often they
happen without malice, such as
when a spouse is the sole caregiver
and is overwhelmed. To learn
more, visit FairfaxCounty.gov/
familyservices/older-adults/adult-
protective-services.

iQué felicidad es conocernos y
aceptarnos a nosotros mismos por
quienes somos a los ojos de Dios!
iQué dicha es sentirnos comodos—
sin ser autocomplacientes—en
nuestra propia piel! iQué dicha es,
en esencia, sentirse en casa —estar
en paz—con la persona que Dios nos
hizo! En realidad, es lo mejor
después del Paraiso.
