South Carolina.  Wando High School is a large, public non-magnet high school serving a diverse popula%on of students in grades 

9 - 12 with a comprehensive academic program offering more than 200 courses.  Wando has maintained a reputa%on of aca-

demic excellence while providing rigorous standards in all areas for college and career readiness. 

 

More than 25% of our students excel in the visual and performing arts.  The Athle%c Department has been the recipient of the 

South Carolina Athle%c Administrators Associa%on Carlisle Cup for the last nine out of ten years for Class AAAAA.  This first place 

award is based on the rankings of the overall athle%c program of the Class AAAAA schools.  Wando competes in 23 sports with 

38 teams.   

 

Throughout the year, our students raise funds, collect resources, and serve alongside community members at various chari%es 

and events in support of those in need.  Our students are encouraged to be involved in Wando life and “Walk the Warrior Way” 

with integrity, compassion, and personal responsibility.

• Eighty-eight percent of the 2023 gradua%ng class planned to a8end four-year colleges/universi%es, two-year colleges or 

technical colleges. 

• Members of the class of 2023 were awarded over $18.8 million in scholarships. 

• 678 completer cords were worn by the Class of 2023 at gradua%on. 

• Two hundred forty-nine seniors in the Class of 2023 were named Charleston County School District Board Scholars. 

• Two teacher cadets each received $24,000 Teaching Fellows Scholarships. 

• There were 56 Early Awards recipients for the South Carolina Palme8o Fellows Scholarship. 

• Seniors took 663 dual credit courses with a passage rate of 88.52%. 

• The Quiz Bowl Team won the state championship and one team member was selected as the best player in the tournament. 

• Two senior students received military academy appointments; one to the U. S. Military Academy at West Point and one to 

the U. S. Coast Guard Academy. 

• There are 440 members of the Advanced Placement Academy.   

• Thirty-nine seniors in the Class of 2023 received special Advanced Studies cer%ficates at gradua%on due to earning six or 

more AP credits.  

• To graduate from high school requires earning 24 course credits.  Wando seniors earned an average of 29 credits. 

• The average GPA of the Class of 2023 was 3.819. 

• The Seal of Biliteracy was awarded to 26 Wando seniors. 

• The Wando High School Marching Band won the State Championship for the fourteenth year. 

• Three AFJROTC senior cadets received ROTC scholarships. 

• Wando’s Culinary Team competed at the FCCLA State Compe%%on and came away with four students winning gold medals.
