Dangerous Weapons Policy

It is a violation of state law for any person to
carry a firearm or dangerous weapon on
school premises, school-provided transporta-
tion or areas of other facilities being used for
school activities. The law outlines exceptions
in certain cases, i.e., security activities,
firearm safety lecture/courses, law
enforcement officers, etc.

Smoking Prohibited

Smoking or any other use of any tobacco
products is prohibited on school district prop-
erty.
