Quarter 2 

 
Use comprehension skills and strategies to understand, ask questions about, and answer questions about grade 
level literature using evidence to support thinking

• Determine a theme of a story, drama, or poem from details in the text, including how characters in a story 

or drama respond to challenges or how the speaker in a poem reflects upon a topic; summarize the text 
• Describe how the narrator’s or speaker’s point of view influences how events are described

level informational text using evidence to support thinking 

• Determine two or more main points of a text, explain how they are supported by key details, and 
summarize the text 

• Explain the relationships between two or more individuals, events, ideas, or concepts in a historical, 
scientific, or technical text based on specific information in the text 

• Compare and contrast the overall structure of events, ideas, concepts, or information in two or more 
texts 

• Draw on information from multiple print or digital sources, demonstrating the ability to locate 
               an answer to a question quickly or to solve a problem
