	 On April 14th, Mr. Guarini and our GCHS 
Orchestra Students Noeleen Herbert and Heather Al-
varado were invited to a performance workshop and 
concert by national recording artist Empire Wild. 
Empire Wild is a genre-bending, crossover trio 
featuring classically-trained musicians as a vehicle 
for their shared love of musical exploration. Empire 
Wild was selected as an Ambassador Prize winner 
in the 2020 Concert Artists Guild Victor Elmaleh 
Competition. 
	 This amazing musical opportunity began 
with a performance workshop focused on the art of 
musical improvisation, where students learned sev-
eral techniques for soloing over a standard 12-Bar 
Blues chord progression. The afternoon continued 
with a riveting performance by Empire Wild, as well 
as a follow up meet and greet that featured a casual 
Q&A session with the group. Our GC Students were 
honored to be part of such a thrilling day of music!

	 Boygenius is a band consisting of the singer-songwriters 
Phoebe Bridgers, Lucy Dacus and Julien Baker. They each have 
their own impressive solo careers, have acquired their own dedi-
cated and big fanbases. 
	 Recently, they have come together in supergroup form 
and released their debut, Grammy award winning album, ‘The Re-
cord.’ This is not the first time they have all collaborated on a mul-
titude of tracks. Back in 2018, they released an EP together called 
‘Boygenius’ and it was received well by critics and fans. Many 
applauded the three singer-songwriters on their genius song writing 
abilities and how expertly crafted this EP was. Some thought it was 
repetitive, but that was fortunately an unpopular opinion. Boygenius 
has another EP called ‘the rest’ and it has been received very well by 
their faithful flock.
