Creativity and innovative thinking are essential life skills that can be developed.

Artists and designers shape artistic investigations, following or breaking with traditions in pursuit
of creative artmaking goals.

Artists and designers experiment with forms, structures, materials, concepts, media, and
artmaking approaches.

Artists and designers balance experimentation and freedom with safety and responsibility while
developing and creating artwork.

People create, respond to, and interact with objects and places in ways that define, shape,
enhance, and empower their lives.

Artists and designers develop excellence through practice and constructive critique; and
reflecting on, revising, and refining work over time.

Artists, collectors, curators, and other arts professionals consider a variety of criteria when
analyzing and selecting objects, artifacts, and artwork for presentation and preservation.
