○ Each person on scholarship counts as 1 scholarship. Tuition, Room, and Board
○ Div 1 FBS Football, Div 1 Men’s/Women’s Basketball, Div 1 Volleyball

 

● Equivalency
○ Partial scholarships can be given out and academic money can be stacked with 

your athletic scholarship 
○ Every other sport at the Div 1 level, and all sports at the Div 2/NAIA/JUCO level

● For equivalency programs and NCAA Division 3- Financial Aid can 
play a role 

○ FAFSA Completed Yearly 
○ FAFSA available October 1st of your senior year
○ Schools can stack your athletic scholarship, merit scholarship, and financial aid



● Make education more affordable 
○ Offersheets- Pay attention to the bottom line (which school is giving you the best discounts)  
○ Athletic Scholarship- How much? 
○ Merit Based Scholarship- How much? 
○ Expected contribution from financial aid? 
○ Federal Stafford- $5500
○ Scholarship money can be added the longer you are in a program.
