PURPOSE:. To provide the Board of Education a report on the 2011-2012 disaggregated student
achievement data report.

BACKGROUND: Annually, the district receives data from the Department of Public Instruction on how
the district’s students performed on the ABCs of North Carolina. Once all of the data is received, the
Director of Testing and Accountability analyzes the information and provides disaggregated data
reports for each school and the district. This analysis provides the schools the information they need to
precisely focus enrichment and intervention efforts for the coming school year. This five-year analysis
of grades 3-8 reading and math, grades 5 and 8 science and Algebra |, Biology, and English |
demonstrate that all subgroups have shown improvement over time.

In addition to the district disaggregated data, an analysis of developmental scale scores and growth of
all elementary and middle school students will be shared which highlights the growth percentages of all
student levels one through four. The results of a three-year research study on the district’'s whole-to-
part reading intervention will also be shared.
