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ATTACHMENTS: Traditional and Year-Round Student and Staff Calendars — 2013-2014

PURPOSE: The purpose of this agenda item is to provide the board with updated 2013-2014 Year-Round
and Traditional Student and Staff calendars.

BACKGROUND: Atthe December 10, 2012 Board of Education meeting, school calendars for the 2013-
14 year were approved by the board for both students and staff. At the February 10, February 24, and
March 10, 2014 board meeting, both traditional and year-round calendars were updated and revised. An
additional inclement weather closing took place on March 18.

In accordance with NCGS 115C-84.2, Orange County Schools is operating with a minimum of 1,025
instructional hours in our school calendars. However, missing March 18 has caused the district to drop
below the minimum number of instructional hours. There are few options that remain in the calendar for
make up. Options that exist include: make up on any day of Spring Break, Good Friday, Memorial
Day, and Saturdays or add additional minutes to the existing days. None of these options represents
optimal learning conditions. However, in order to be in accordance with the law, instructional time must be
recovered.

It is, therefore, the recommendation of the Superintendent that the Board approve a calendar revision that
establishes Saturday, April 12" as a make up day for March 18 for the traditional calendar.

The superintendent further recommends that the Board establish that any future days missed will be made
up on the Saturday that follows the day missed for both traditional and year round calendar students for
the remainder of the 2013-2014 school year.

The make up day for students at Hillsborough Elementary School for March 18 was March 21. March 21
was previously approved as a teacher workday. Teachers will make up the teacher workday or take
appropriately earned leave.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: There is no financial impact as a result of these calendar revisions.

RECOMMENDATION: The Superintendent recommends:

> the Board approve Saturday, April 12" as the make up for March 18" for traditional calendar students

> the Board establish that for any additional days missed between March 24 - June 13, 2014 the
Saturday that follows the missed day will be the make up day

» the Board further review the approved 2014-2015 calendar for possible amendments
