The most significant issue facing the District for the 2023.2024 and 2024.2025 school years, continues to be the amount of students that have not returned to the District since 
school re-opened after the COVID shut-down.  For the current school year, the District is still approximately 500 students below prior COVID years, which is a reduction of 
nearly $5 million in State School funding.  The District is working on enhancing the GPFLEX program that shows significant promise of increasing enrollment.  The District 
received a Seismic Grant for Redwood Elementary School for $2,498,280 for the 2023.2024 year.  The Full Faith and Credit Loan the District used to leverage $13 million in 
capital projects thoughout the District has helped the District with Capital Projects during the 2023.2024 year and the District plans to continue utilizing aproximately $9 million 
over the next two years.
