Legislative Report – Mrs. Lori H. Geronikos
Mrs. Geronikos addressed new legislation which allows home schooled students to 
participate in district sponsored extra curricular activities.  She announced that the Northern 
Lehigh Educational Foundation is the fourth highest recipient in the Commonwealth of 
Pennsylvania of corporate donations.

Federal and Other Programs – Mrs. Lynne B. Fedorcha
Mrs. Fedorcha distributed her Director of Curriculum and Instruction Report and discussed
its contents with the board.  She also announced that three of our Title I paraprofessionals,
Patricia Swercheck, Patrice Mayberry, and Lori Paules passed the PDE-approved paraprofessional 
assessment test and are now considered “highly qualified” under the No Child Left Behind Act.
