Everything in life has room for improvement,

This avoidance of concentration during 
the lessons will in turn decrease grades for the class 
as a whole, negatively impacting not only the stu-
dents, but the disrespected teachers· patience as well. 

 
Mr. Graver believes an ideal school would have 

exceptionally motivated students and teachers. He 
also believes positive attitudes are crucial in a good 
learning environment. Note that it is important for 
not only the students to display these values, but the 
teachers as well. People acting upon these morals will 
have increased self-confidence, which reflects upon a 
student·s ambitions, or the general atmosphere of the 
class in the case of a teacher. Behavior-wise, the peo-
ple displaying positive approaches to situations work 
diligently to encourage others and are determined to 

succeed. Let·s say a student gets an unsatisfactory 
grade on a test: with a correct, positive mindset, they 
will strive to perform better next time. If they display 
a negative attitude, however, their grades will contin-
ue to slip due to a lack of motivation to achieve 
things. 

According to Mr. 
Meixsell, in an ideal 
school, ´everybody 
would feel safe, have 
fun, and learn a lot.µ A 
school is a place for 
learning, so in the op-
timal school environ-
ment, everyone would 
academically benefit

CPR/AED Course.  Parents are also allowed to sign up, especially if you need this course for a job requirement. 
The course will include the following: 
 

1. Rescue breathing. 
2. WhaW WR dR fRU chRking Rn an XncRnVciRXV and a cRnVciRXV YicWim.   3. HRZ WR SeUfRUm 
CPR and XVe Whe AED 
4. Take a skill test on the above three emergencies. 
5. Take a written test. 
6. Receive a certificate if student successfully completes course. 

 
The course fee is $25.00 to cover the Red Cross Certificate and administration fees.  The CPR book 

may be purchased for $20.00 or borrowed from the Middle school for free. 
 
7th graders can earn the American Red Cross First Aid certification card during their Health class if they 

meet all of the requirements and there is no charge. 
 

The course is two days long and will be held after school in room 35 of the middle school from 2:15 
p.m. to 5:00 p.m. If it snows on the first week of class days, the class will be rescheduled Jan 22.  If you are 
interested, you need to sign up for the week of your choice.
