The goal of  this project is 
to demonstrate every individ-
ual’s role in affecting a posi-
tive change for the less-
fortunate.

“The best part of  this 
campaign is being able to help 
local people throughout the 
Lehigh Valley and in our very 
own district,” said Mr. Barnes, 
English teacher on the South-
East team. “Our students 
might forget just how lucky 
they are to have notebooks, 
paper, and even a pencil for 
class. Too many people in our 
world, even on a local level, 
would give anything to have 
something as simple as that.”

Mr. Valentini, Site Coor-
dinator for Pennsylvania’s 

Homeless Children Initiative, 
spoke to our team about the 
plight of  the homeless – es-
pecially the children. The av-
erage age of  a homeless per-
son is 9 years old. He shared 
first-hand experiences from 
20 years of  working with the 
homeless and read several of  
his unique poems from a col-
lection called “7 Hours of  
Sanity” – all verses about 
homeless children.

Based on the needs of  
homeless children, the South-

East team is asking for dona-
tions of  all types of  toiletries 
and school supplies. Soaps, 
toothpaste, writing pads, 
pens, pencils, rulers, crayons, 
mouth wash, combs, after-
shave, binders, etc. No item in 
either category is too small to 
accept.

“We want our students to 
understand the feeling of  
helping our fellow people,” 
Mr. Barnes said. “In my Eng-
