students with the skill and interest to build such a 
wheelchair. 

Student Maggie Tylutki was quick to volunteer and 
came up with plans for the tiny wheelchair. Maggie 

took the plans that Mr. Lallier’s former students 
used to 3D print a wheelchair and developed a 

new approach. She used computer-aided design 
software to develop a new design that could be 

cut out using the school’s laser cutter. The wheel-
chair was cut out of several layers of plywood on 
the laser, decorated with acrylic paw print wheels 
and finished with purple paint to add some style
