The fee for 6th grade activities will be $20.00 per 

activity. There is a $100.00 cap per individual or $200.00 per family. 

Will the district provide uniforms: Yes. A T shirt will be provided which can be used for multiple 

activities. Participants will provide their own shorts. 

How will the teams/playing time set up: Teams will be divided evenly and not by any perceived 

skill level. There will be no A team, B team, etc. Playing will be equal for all participants.
