Multi-Tiered System of Support: Academics

Dr. Michelle Echiverri, Mrs. Cyndy Guerrettaz, and Mrs. Lilly Ellefsen provided the Board of Trustees with an
informational update on the Romoland School District’s Multi-Tiered System of Support (MTSS) in the area of
academics.
