Information Items

Multi Tiered System of Support: Student Engagement and Attendance

Dr. Michelle Wise, Assistant Superintendent, Ms. Estela Mufioz, Principal of Romoland Elementary School, and Ms.
Kristie Jackson, Principal of Ethan A. Chase Middle School, presented information on the Romoland School District's
Multi-Tiered System of Support (MTSS) in the area of student engagement and attendance.

Early Childhood Education Programs

Jessica Huffman, Director of Early Childhood Education, provided the board with an overview of the current Early
Childhood Education (ECE) programs within the district, the impact that Transitional Kindergarten is having on existing
programs, and proposals for ECE programming in the 2023-24 school year.

Highlighted Board Approved Items

TK-8 Monument Ranch Approval

The Board of Trustees approved the modified plans, at a cost of 44.5 million dollars, to build a TK-8 school in the
Monument Ranch area of the Romoland School District. This TK-8 school will break ground on construction in the fall
of 2023, is tentatively scheduled to open in the 2025-26 school year, and will help to alleviate overcrowding at
schools within the district.

District Representatives for Riverside County SELPA Community Advisory Council

The Board of Trustees approved Ms. Tammie Webb, Mrs. Rachel Clark, and Mrs. Vanessa Rodriguez to serve as
parent representatives on the Riverside County Special Education Local Plan Area (SELPA) Community Advisory
Council. This group serves a three-year term and assists the district and parents with increased communication and
support for families with Special Education students.

Harvest Valley Counselor Recognized for Excellence

The Board of Trustees approved the out-of-state travel request for Harvest Valley school counselor, Mrs. Rosalyn
Carroll, and Superintendent, Mr. Trevor Painton. Mrs. Carroll will be recognized at the American School Counselors
Association (ASCA) conference in Atlanta, Georgia in July 2023 as one of only six counselors across the country to
receive recognition as an ASCA school-certified counselor.

Boulder Ridge Educational Garden

The Board of Trustees approved the installation of a drought-tolerant Educational Garden at Boulder Ridge
Elementary School. This project will be completed in partnership with the Eastern Municipal Water District and will
be cost-neutral for the district. The removal of 48,000 sq ft of green turf will be replaced with drought-tolerant
landscaping and an educational walking garden for students. The project will save approximately 54% of watering
costs in the converted areas.

Community Facilities District (CFD) 2023-1

The Board of Trustees held a public hearing and passed Resolutions 18-2022-23, 19-2022-23, 20-2022-23, along with,
ordinance No. 2- 2022-23 in order to complete the establishment of a new CFD within the Romoland School District.
Once a sufficient number of homes have been built, this CFD will generate an estimated 4.5 million dollars for
facilities needs in the district.
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New Harvest Valley Elementary School Principal
The Board of Trustees approved the hiring of Ms. Kristine Sherrett to serve as the new principal of Harvest Valley
Elementary School beginning in the 2023-24 school year.

Assistant Principal and School Resource Officer Analysis

The Board of Trustees were provided information and approved an additional assistant principal at Ethan A. Chase
Middle School beginning in the 2023-24 school year. The Board of Trustees were also provided with the tentative
cost and implementation timeline associated with the possible addition of a School Resource Officer (SRO) for Ethan
A. Chase Middle School.

Esta escuela TK-8 comenzara la construccién en el
otofio de 2023, estd programada tentativamente para abrir en el afio escolar 2025-26 y ayudara a aliviar el hacinamiento
en las escuelas dentro del distrito.

La Junta Directiva aprobé a la Sra. Tammie Webb, la Sra. Rachel Clark y la Sra. Vanessa Rodriguez para servir como
padres representantes en el Consejo Asesor Comunitario del Area del Plan Local de Educacién Especial del Condado de
Riverside (SELPA). Este grupo sirve un término de tres afios y ayuda al distrito ya los padres con una mayor comunicacion
y apoyo para las familias con estudiantes de Educacién Especial.

Consejera de Harvest Valley reconocida por excelencia

. La Mesa Directiva aprobé la solicitud de viaje fuera del estado para la consejera escolar de Harvest Valley, la Sra. Rosalyn
Carroll y el Superintendente, el Sr. Trevor Painton. La Sra. Carroll sera reconocida en la conferencia de la Asociacién
Estadounidense de Consejeros Escolares (ASCA) en Atlanta, Georgia en julio de 2023 como una de las seis consejeras en
todo el pais en recibir reconocimiento como consejera escolar certificada por ASCA.

Jardin educativo Boulder Ridge

La Mesa Directiva aprobé la instalacién de un Jardin Educativo tolerante a la sequia en la Escuela Primaria Boulder Ridge.
Este proyecto se completard en asociacién con el Distrito Municipal de Agua del Este y no tendra costo alguno para el
distrito. La remocién de 48,000 pies cuadrados de césped verde se reemplazard con paisajismo tolerante a la sequia y un
jardin educativo para caminar para los estudiantes. El proyecto ahorrara aproximadamente el 54% de los costos de riego
en las areas convertidas.
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Distrito de Instalaciones Comunitarias (CFD) 2023-1

EL Patronato celebré una audiencia publica y aprobé las Resoluciones 18-2022-23, 19-2022-23, 20-2022-23, junto con la
ordenanza No. 2-2022-23 para completar el establecimiento de un nuevo CFD dentro del distrito escolar de Romoland.
Una vez que se haya construido un nimero suficiente de viviendas, este CFD generard un estimado de 4,5 millones de
ddlares para las necesidades de las instalaciones en el distrito.
