7th Grade Science

The Healthy Decision Making unit will be taught this spring in 7th grade science classes. The
focus of this unit is making well-informed decisions about individual health and well-being re-
garding tobacco, alcohol, drugs, and sexually transmitted diseases. Students will learn the
effects of tobacco, alcohol, and other drugs on the brain and body and how these substances
influence decision making. Students will learn what sexually transmitted diseases are, how to
prevent them, and the difference between HIV and AIDS. Students will learn the effectiveness
of different birth control methods with a focus on abstinence. Students will be introduced to a
decision making process to help them learn to evaluate risk factors and make healthy decisions
for themselves, now and in the future. A parent letter will be sent home with students and
posted on Mrs. Saueracker's and Mrs. Dehne’s Google Classroom as the start of the unit ap-
proaches.
