Elementary - Drew Severn

Severn will make a recommendation as far as limited spacing and capping at the June meeting.
The PreK Director position is open, Ms. Smith will be stepping down but will still be teaching
with us next year. We are looking to continue piloting CKLA for the 24-25 school year.
Kindergarten Roundup was a huge success, thanks to all the staff that were involved. The
elementary has several events coming up as the school year approaches those include: Hartley,
Preschool Celebration, 6t grade tour, Track and Field day, School Picnic, Kindergarten
