Mr. Holliday stated he could
certainly address item “Q” or Dr. Ferrie could as a matter of protocol. Then Dr. Ferrie
stated that due to the continually increasing number of graduates and guests and the
potential for inclement weather along with the logistical difficulties it brings
administration has been investigating having the graduation ceremony in an indoor
venue like many other local school districts in the surrounding area. Therefore, Dr.
Ferrie stated that we are recommending under item “Q” that we enter into a contract to
have the High School 2008 graduation ceremony at the Sovereign Bank Arena. Mr.
Braverman stated: “It seems to me that there could be other alternatives.” Next, Mr.
Braverman inquired about item “O” stating that “the resolution includes lighting for the
Monroe Township High School athletic fields and that initially, we were told that we
were going to light those fields because we were going to have tiering because the High
School was going to be in the park. Well, so far, the High School is not in the park and
we’re going ahead with a commitment that will end up costing us a million and a half
dollars by the time we finish with these fields. I think it’s all right to say it’s for the
kids, that’s certainly emotional and I think we’re all here for the kids. But at the same
time we have a responsibility to the taxpayers and we don’t have a bottomless pocket, so
that’s another thing that I will vote no for.” Roll Call —-Motion Carried with Mr.
Braverman voting no on Items O and Q and Ms. Ostrager voting no on Item O. The vote
included the Jamesburg Board Member Representative where appropriate. A copy of the
Business Administrator’s Report is attached to the official set of minutes.

A motion was made by Ms. Speizer and seconded by Mr. Kaufman to accept the report
as submitted by the Business Administrator. Motion Carried Unanimously.

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MS. KOLUPANOWICH: So we will go to
Committee Reports: Curriculum,
Co-curricular Activities, Athletics.
Patrice.

MS. FARAONE: We had a meeting
tonight and it is recommended that members
of the Board of Education approve the
following curriculum: International Gourmet
Foods, Working with Children 3, Teaching
Mentorship, AP French, AP Spanish,
Language, Contemporary Issues in Fiction
and Non-Fiction, Creative Writing, French
2, Public Speaking and Debate, Search for
Self in Popular Cultures, Spanish 4 Honors,
and the Total Experience Creating the
Yearbook, and the text for 40 Model Essays:
A Portal Anthology, Connaissances et
Reactions (French), the Kite Runner, a
Pocket Guide to Public Speaking, Succeeding
in the World of Work, African American
History, Crescendo, and Connected Math.

MS. KOLUPANCWICH: We need a second.

MS. SPEIZER: Second.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Second by Miss

Speizer.
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MR. HOLLIDAY: So noted. Thank
you.

MS. KCOLUPANCWICH: Are there any
questions for Patrice? Ms. Ostrager.

MS. OSTRAGER: Thank you, Ms.
Kolupanowich. I raised a similar issue
before when we were asked to approve the
summer reading list without being given a
copy of the summer reading list so that we
would know what we were going to approve.
Fortunately, because of the change in the
way this board is structured, I was, at
least, able to attend the curriculum
committee meeting as a member of the public
which gave me a little bit more information
than what we used to have so that's
progress. But I still have a concern in
that this many programs and textbooks were
presented to a committee of the board at
about six o'clock this evening and that
somewhere between six o'clock and eight
o'clock this evening we're suppose to make
a decision whether or not we're going to
approve that curriculum where half of the

board has never even seen it. So I just
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have an objection, not to any of the
curriculum or textbocks because I haven't
seen them, but I have an objection to being
asked to vote on something that I've never
been able to review; so, I would ask that
we would table this motion and bring it up
next meeting.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Ms. Faraone.

MS. FARAONE: I think Ms. Ostrager
brought it up last time and, if I'm not
mistaken, knowing the curriculum committee
meeting is taking place, I believe she is
able to go into the coffice to view issues
if she has some concerns and I put complete
trust in Dr. Tienken and his staff because
they do an absolutely thorough job
reviewing and researching and organizing
this, and I have no guestion that
everything is thoroughly done.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Ms. Ostrager,
you're voting on the recommendation of the
committee and the board approved the
committee system when we discussed this all
in, I guess, our reorg meeting in April;

so, you have every right to come into the
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meetings and observe and you have the right
to go to the board office if you need to to
get the information but we still work as a
committee system.

MS. OSTRAGER: Now curriculum is
something that we are required by law to
have a roll call vote, correct?

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Yes.

MR. HCLLIDAY: Yes.

MS. OSTRAGER: So I would assume
that if the law required the board to have
a roll call vote, it's assuming that the
members of the Board of Education would
perform their due diligence before they
vote. If it were a matter of something that
the law would think is appropriate to just
leave fully to the discretion of the paid
professional, I would think that the law
would not require us to vote on it.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Again, you're
voting on the recommendation of the
curriculum committee which takes the
recommendation from the Assistant
Superintendent of Curriculum.

MS. FARAONE: Just had an update on
summer enrichment and it included incoming
sixth graders this year and there is a
summer symphony, which is fifth and sixth
grade, with about seventy students which is
a very nice turnout. All -- grades six
through twelve all and all there are 400
students in the program.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: And that's part
of the summer enrichment?

MS. FARACONE: Yes.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Okay. Then we
will now go to Finance/Buildings and
Grounds/Transportation. Joe.

MR. HOMOKI: Ch, I don't have a
report but I would ask Mr. Busch to give us
an update.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Thank you.

MR. BUSCH: Mrs. Kolupanowich, if I

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may. Thank you.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Yes.

MR. BUSCH: The newspapers, perhaps
you've seen, have published about a
Petition for Certification to the Supreme
Court of New Jersey that was filed by Park
Savers and the other appellants represented
by Richard Webster from the Rutgers Law
Clinic. Opposition papers were due this
past Monday and, in fact, were filed by the
Township of Monrce, the County of Middlesex
and the State of New Jersey to the Petition
for Certification. The people who have
filed the petition don't have an automatic
right of appeal because you'll recall that
the appellate division of the Superior
Court on June the 1lst ruled unanimously, 3
to nothing, affirming the statehouse
commission decision of January 5, 2006.
Had it been a split vote of 2 to 1 there
would be an automatic right of appeal to
the Supreme Court. With a 3 to nothing
vote, it's called a Petition for
Certification and the court will determine

whether or not they will grant it. The

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petitioners, Park Savers, et al, can file a
reply brief within 10 days of this past
Monday and then the court has no deadline
as to when it decides whether or not it
wants to do it. Basically, there will be
reliance upon the position taken at the
appellate division and any other
information that the Supreme Court may wish
to get. There have also been things in the
paper about the additional investigation
requested by the Historic Preservation
Office and there also was some discussion I
believe at the County Freeholders' meeting
of July 12th about an interlocal agreement
between the County and the Township, but
nothing to my knowledge has been signed
yet. Thank you.

MS. KOLUPANCWICH: Thank you. Any
gquestions for Finance/Buildings and
Grounds? Dr. Ferrie.

DR. FERRIE: I would like to give
an update on lights and the athletic
complex. So, Jerry, could you just give a
quick update in terms of where we are with

that because we had to extend the bid

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opening until July 31st.

MR. TAGUE: Good evening, everyone.
The field lighting project, just to give
you a guick overview of what we're doing,
will be lighting the main football stadium,
also the existing synthetic field and the
two sets of tennis courts and the backside
of the existing synthetic field is a
practice field, all those areas will be
lighted. The main football field will have
six lights, two on each side, one in each
end zone. You'll have four lights per
tennis court for the two sets. You'll have
four lights at the synthetic field and four
lights at the practice field. The project
is out to bid. The bid opening date is
July 31st, 10 a.m. at the board office.
The original bid copening date was July
12th. We extended the bid to the 31st
after -- during the design process, we
learned from JCP&L that due to the size of
the electric service, they were going to
have to do some modifications to the
existing service. We have an existing 400

amp service at the field house, that will

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be upgraded to an 800 amp service to carry
the load of the lighting in addition to the
field house load. That service is now
added into the scope of the project. The
substantial completion date for the main
football field is September 21st; final
completion date for that, September 27th.
High School Athletic Director Dave Kirk has
spoken with the coaches in the league and
clarified that if the lighting is done.
Some of our Cctober games could be changed
to a night game. So, it would be able to
have a game under the lights in October
should we meet the deadline. The deadline
for the other fields surrounding is 45 days
after the main field. So we're targeting
the football stadium so that we can
hopefully get a game this season under
lights and then the other fields to follow
within 45 days.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Are there any
questions?

DR. FERRIE: Do you want to give an
update on the elementary school?

MR. TAGUE: Sure.

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The elementary school construction
is moving right along on schedule. We are
about 95 percent complete with the building
pad, perimeter footings and foundations.

We received today a delivery of structural
steel. So, weather depending, you'll start
to see the steel frame of the building come
up. The rain does hamper the ability to do
structural steel because the iron workers
can't get up on it. So, showers today,
tomorrow, you might not see them start
until Monday, but the steel is there. The
crane will come on site and you'll see the
structure start to develop. We're working
from the back of the building, which we
refer to as area C, which is the gymnasium,
and we'll work forward to the academic
wing. As the steel goes up, you'll also
see the concrete slabs start to be poured
and then about a month or two after you'll
start to see the outside walls starting to
come up. So the project is moving along
well. No problems.

MS. KOLUPANCWICH: Thank you.

Okay. At this time we will go to
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the New High School Action Committee. Amy.
MS. SPEIZER: Yes. 1 spoke, as did
other members of the committee, about
communications that we've had with wvarious
officials to acquire the Thompscn Park
land. Monroe Township Council President
Gerry Tamburro indicated that Grubb &
Associates is now performing a phase II
archaeological study and it's anticipated
that the study would be presented to the
Historical Preservation Office during the
beginning of September. Mr. Holliday then
suggested that Grubb & Associates provide
us some progress updates and we're hoping
to attain those as the work goes on. Mr.
Holliday also provided information in
respect to dates when special elections
could be held regarding a bond referendum.
Mr. Homoki spoke about the monument in
Thompson Park as related to the Bethel
Indian Mission and I'm trying to find out
more about that, when it was placed, who
placed it. Mr. Homoki asked that an
ingquiry be made about the monument. Monroe

Township Council President Gerry Tamburro
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inquired about the presentation made by a
consulting firm about public relations and
Dr. Ferrie indicated that bond counsel
stated that the Section 15 grant is still
being held in escrow.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Any guestions
for Amy?

Okay. Seeing none, we will go to
Community Relations. Ira.

MR. TESSLER: Our next meeting will
be in September. In reference to the last
meeting, I don't know if there is any
update about the volunteer coordinator.

DR. FERRIE: We're still at -- we
have to wait because that's something we
are going to have to talk to the MTEA
about.

MR. TESSLER: ©Oh, Okay. No
problem.

DR. FERRIE: Anything that relates
to kind of positions or stipends or
anything needs to have conversation with
the MTEA.

MR. TESSLER: Okay. Thanks.

MS. KOLUPANOWICH: Policy, Marv?

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MR. BRAVERMAN: No report.

We're
going to schedule a technology meeting for
the second board meeting in September if
you could.

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Services, which is our police, fire and
EMS, there will be the National Night Out
in Thompson Park. It's 7:00 p.m. And
baseball camp will begin July 30th.

MS. FARAONE: Our next board
meeting is next Thursday the 26th and Dr.
Verona has officially taken over as the
Superintendent in Jamesburg as of the 17th.
