How do phones and social media impact our lives?

Education researchers and advocates have been reviewing the impact of
cell phones on young people. In 2007, following the release of the iPhone,
information collected is suggesting the following trends in teenagers:

e Increased reports of sleeping less/interrupted sleep

e Anuptickin the diagnosis and treatment of teenagers with stress and
anxiety related conditions

e Young people who are more disengaged as a result of compulsive cell
phone use

e Anincrease inthe number of teenagers diagnosed and being treated
for depression or reporting they feel sad and lonely
