Assistant Superintendent/Curriculum and Instruction Report

Incoming Kindergarten Parent Information Session
District parents and guardians were first made aware of important incoming kindergarten
student events through the all resident community mailer. 2019-2020 in-keeping parents
and guardians are invited to participate in two different events to discuss programming
options for their kindergarten-aged children. On Monday, June 3rd, 6:00 - 7:00 pm,
parents/guardians have been invited to attend the Kindergarten Experience Information
session. This program is focused on providing information regarding the kindergarten
curriculum as well as general kindergarten classroom practice. Though held in the East
End School community room, the program is geared to kindergarten parents across the
entire district. Incoming kindergarten students are provided a student/home-school specific
orientation later in June.

Dual Language Academy Orientation:

Moving toward completion of the district’s second year of the five-year commitment to the
Dual Language Academy, parents/guardians of incoming 2019-2020 kindergarten students
are invited to attend a DLA Parent Information Session on June 10, 2019, 6:00 -7:30 pm, in
the West End Community Room. Parents will learn the benefits of Dual Language
Immersion as well as the structure for daily curriculum
and instruction. Parents/Guardians who are interested
in having their child participate will be asked to submit a
formal request for participation that includes
acknowledgement of the student/parent program
commitment. DLA participation is limited with
applications and placement assessments managed on a
first-come-first-served basis.

Dare to Dream Conference

On May 9, 2019, North Plainfield Advanced Pathways
students presented at the Dare to Dream Conference at
Raritan Valley Community College. Dare to Dream
conferences are sponsored by the NJDOE and are held
throughout the state to expand student career
considerations and inspire heightened awareness of
workplace and workforce inclusion. During the
conference, NP students attended presentations from the
Office of Civil Rights as well as the Rutgers Career
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Services focused on self-advocacy and accommodations available in post-secondary
education. The event was the culmination of extensive student preparation.

The highlight of the day included presentations made by the students in their breakout
sessions. NP Pathways students have been organizing, writing and practicing their
presentation throughout the winter and early spring in anticipation of the day. Using
multimedia, the students provided a tour of the district greenhouse and new hydroponic
systems, and shared the steps they employed to create a successful greenhouse business.

In addition to highlighting student horticultural and marketing skills, the presentation was
highly interactive and included an audience Q&A session that truly underscored the high
level of social skills development students have achieved through the Pathways program.
Congratulations to Mr. John Burke, and all pathways students, for their hard work and
strong performance.

Sheltered Instruction Cohort #4:

Ms. Regina Acevedo, ESL and World Language supervisor, is immersed in plans to continue
a multi-year Sheltered Instruction Professional Development Commitment. Staff have
been asked to indicate their interest in participating in Sheltered Instruction Cohort #4
during the ‘19-20 school year. This phase of development will offer participants the next
level of classroom strategies to make grade-level academic content accessible for English
Language Learners while at the same time developing their English Language. This cohort
will focus attention on the key components to sheltered instruction: teacher practice
modifications, vocabulary, visuals, and trusted partner practice which support the ELL’s
classroom participation confidence. This fourth step of the multi-year roll out will be a
hybrid blended approach of group professional development and “real-time” coaching.
