On being questioned on
his goals for the future: Has he
reached his? "No! Coffeyville
High School is not state swim
champs yet!"

Following her family's tra-
dtion, Mrs. Aladayne Locke went
into the profession of teaching.
Looking back, the typing teacher
admits having a '"hard time" find-
ing time for homework and mak-
ing herself do it. In her spare time,
she enjoys reading, boating and
playing bridge.

Mrs, Mary Regan hadn't any
trouble in school, "I was too busy
having a good time." She knows
that ecology will turn for the
better because, '"That's THE
AMERICAN WAY."

"Tomorrow's greatest threat is
not the bomb, not pollution, and
not over-population; it is the lack
of carefully thought out philos-
ophise and ethics. " Those are the
feelings of Richard Sandoval,
Spanish teacher. He is.a physical
fitness enthusiast and favorite
pastimes are SCUBA diving, pad-
dle ball, or justcamping, going
to the beach and traveling with
his family.

A former athletic star from
Kansas State University, Oren
Sonter instructs students in labora-
tory science and "life." Verbalizing
what he feels to be the greatest
immediate threat to today's youth
he said, "Paying off the national
debt. "

A product of Kansas State
College of Pittsburg, Mrs. Janetta
Springer, English teacher, feels
that "our nations leaders are aware
of the devastating state of our pol-
luted environment. This is a
concern for all peoples of the
world. Without adequate controls,
we endanger our future, both for
animal and plant life. "

""The worst threat facing youth
today is the growing popularity of
the drop-out philosophy. Many of
our youth become discouraged
with the world they see, withdraw
to communes or to drugs, and as-
sume no responsibility for
WORKING to make things better, "
warned English teacher Mrs. Mary
Stover. An avid believer in goal-
setting in her own life, Mris.
Stover tries to help her students
strive towards objectives.

"I am worried about the
uncertainty of the future and the
revolutionary forces within our
country that seem to distract our
youth from their immediate goals
in life, " revealed Harold Thomas,
American history teacher. An
alumnus of Pittsburg State, Thom-
as had the most trouble, as a
student, "cooking his own meals".

Reflecting back on her college

days, Mrs. Claudia Voelzke ad-
mits "I had trouble getting to
class. I skipped a lot, especially

7:30's. " On the problems of today

the language instructor asserted:
"Students are not responsible to
themselves and their fellow man.

As hopes went up for the best
basketball team in history, the
much-criticized, overpopulated
"Pit" came down. The gym, re-
sembling an empty swimming
pool, which had been the site of
countless championships was re-
duced to mere rubble, The Prom
was held in a foreign place with
no echoes of Tornado fight songs.
Soon, new buildings will rise,
newer and bigger, but to the sen-
iors who wept with joy or frustra-
tion in that condemned edifice, a
piece of our past is gone.

Wednesday morning at 7:30 there was a memorial service held
by the students in the FKHS auditorium.

Dave's funeral was held the same afternoon at the Presby-
terian Church under the direction of Rev., Glenn Muncy and
Rev. Bob Hanson. "It was a service that made each person re-
flect on Dave as he really was, and at the same time let each
person look at this own relationship with God," Dan Wildcat
commented, Dave's dad, Rev. Nelson, described Dave's
death in this world best of all, "He was an adventurer who
didn't know what he was searching for as yet. Perhaps, now,
he has found it--complete union with his God.'" One of the
best classmates FKHS students could ever have left us last
fall, but our memories of him will be with us always.
